The proposed changes for Alcoa Dike include incorporating a floodgate at Auburndale Street, roadway re-alignments of
Rincon Street to cross the dike at grade, re-alignment of Butterfield Drive to connect with Rincon Street, and Lincoln
Avenue tie-in adjacent to Temescal Wash extending the dike an additional approximate 200 feet in length. Other
modifications or refinements would include the final design for Brine Line protection along Auburndale Street and addition
of a segment of the proposed Santa Ana River Trail (SART) within and immediately adjacent to the project footprint.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The proposed dike construction modifications would result in minor changes including about 31.0 acres of permanent
impacts (43.2 acres less than Phase 1).The project would have minimal potential significant effects on the environment.
Implementation of the Proposed Project would also result in both potential direct and indirect effects to riparian and
upland vegetation within the Alcoa Dike Project area. The reservoir side of the slopes would be protected with 15 inches
of stone over 12 inches of bedding. Areas to be temporarily impacted during construction will be reseeded with the
appropriate native seed mix, depending on pre-project condition, upon completion of construction activities.
