The Antelope Grade Section has yet to be constructed and further design has changed the Build Alternative. This
Subsequent Initial Study/Updated Environmental Assessment analyzes the newly proposed Build Alternative to convert the
existing two-lane highway to a four-lane divided expressway with a 62-foot median. Construction would begin
approximately 1 mile east of Antelope Road at post mile 57.3 in San Luis Obispo County and extend to post mile 0.4 in
Kern County. Several APNs will require property acquisition as detailed in the document.
