	Project Description: The Project site encompasses 151.1 acres and includes existing Subarea 29 Planning Areas (PAs) 30 and 31 (37.9 acres) and the proposed Subarea 29 Specific Plan Amendment Expansion Area (new PAs 32, 33, and 34; 113.2 acres). The Specific Plan Amendment Area is generally bound by Eucalyptus Ave to the north, Bellegrave Ave to the south, existing residential development in PAs 22 and 23 to the west, and Mill Creek Blvd. to the east. The proposed Specific Plan Amendment would allow for the development of a middle school and 1,470 additional residential units in the Specific Plan Area (an increase from 2,418 to 3,888 units). The Specific Plan land use designation for PAs 30 and 31 would be changed from Conventional Large Lot (3-6 dwelling units per acre [du/ac]) and Conventional Medium Lot (4-6 du/ac), respectively, to Mixed Residential 11.1-25 du/ac. New PAs 32 and 33 would also have a land use designation of Mixed Residential (11.1-25 du/ac), and PA 34 would be designated School. The number of units allowed by the proposed Subarea 29 Specific Plan Amendment would be consistent with The Ontario Plan (TOP) 2050 (adopted by the City of Ontario in August 2022. Corresponding revisions would be made to the Specific Plan text, tables and exhibits. 
	Project's Effects: As identified in the analysis presented in the Subsequent EIR, even with incorporation of applicable mitigation measures from the Subarea 29 Specific Plan Final EIR, TOP 2050 SEIR, and compliance with regulatory requirements, the Project would result in significant effects related to Aesthetics, Agriculture Resources, Air Quality, Greenhouse Gas Emissions, Noise, and Tribal Cultural Resources. With implementation of Project-specific mitigation measures, impacts would be reduced to a less than significant level with the exception of impacts to Agricultural Resources, Air Quality, and Noise, which would be considered significant and unavoidable impacts.
