Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) and Central Valley Flood Protection Board (CVFPB) propose to improve
approximately 9,540 cumulative feet of levees along the Sacramento River's east levee in Sacramento, California by
installing a series of cutoff walls. The purpose of the project is to reduce the risk of flooding to the City of Sacramento by
constructing levee improvements that reduce the risk of levee failure due to levee underseepage during high water
events. The project area includes various portions of the Sacramento River's east levee in the City of Sacramento,
including areas near Miller Park and within the Little Pocket and Pocket neighborhoods. These levee improvements were
originally analyzed in the American River Watershed Common Features General Reevaluation Report (ARCF GRR)
Final Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact Report (EIS/EIR). This draft Supplemental Environmental
Assessment/EIR (EA/EIR) addresses project modifications and refinements since publication of the ARCF GRR Final
EIS/EIR.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Most of the levee improvements included in the project were analyzed in the ARCF GRR Final EIS/EIR. The effects
analyzed in this draft Supplemental EA/EIR are those resulting from project modifications and refinements since
publication of the ARCF GRR Final EIS/EIR.

The analysis in the draft Supplemental EA/EIR identifies significant or potentially significant effects to Visual Resources,
Air Quality, Vegetation and Wildlife, Special Status Species, Climate Change, Cultural Resources, Geological
Resources, Hazardous Wastes and Materials, Water Quality and Groundwater Resources, Noise, Recreation,
Transportation and Circulation, and Public Utilities and Service Systems.

The draft Supplemental EA/EIR proposes avoidance, minimization, and mitigation measures to reduce most of these
effects to a less than significant level. However, the analysis concludes that the Project would result in significant and
unavoidable effects to Visual Resources, Vegetation and Wildlife, Cultural Resources, Recreation, and Traffic and
Circulation.
