Project Location: The Project is located at 485 and 495 South Bay Boulevard, Morro Bay, in the County of San 
Luis Obispo, California. The Project area consists of 3 .. 17 acres on two (2) lots, collectively identified as Assessor's 
Parcel Number 066-371-003 (Tract 2739).

Project Description: The California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) has executed an Extension to 
Streambed Alteration Agreement number 1600-2012-0220-R4, issued to Black Hill Villas L.P. 

The Project includes activities related to bank stabilization and riparian enhancement in a tributary to Chorro Creek 
for a residential subdivision development. The Agreement term is extended through August 29, 2020.
