Supplement 03 to the Mitigated Negative Delaration incorporates the remediation of two additional project sites the M1 - Crossing Upgrades and the F1 Road
Decommissioning. For the M1 fifty-two stream and ditch relief crossings will be addressed, when funding is available, focusing on the highest priority road sites.
Road related drainage will also be addressed. Improperly sized, failing, and eroding culverts can deliver large quantities of sediment to Big River. Stream crossing
upgrades will consist of either culvert replacements or rock armored fill crossing installations. The F1 project will remove eighteen existing culverts and road
associated fill material along 3.3 miles of road; thereby, restoring watercourse channels to historical width, depth, and alignment. Project sites are consistent with the
original MND to correct erosion and sedimentation problems, improve stream crossings along roads, remove logging roads that contribute sediment to Big River and
tributaries, convert roads to trails and restore predisturbance hydrologic processes within the Big River unit of Mendocino Headlands State Park.
