	Project Description: The project is a proposal by Bedford Marketplace, LLC (Applicant) to amend the Arantine Hills Specific Plan (AHSP Amendment No. 3) to increase the boundary of the specific plan by approximately 17.85 acres. The proposal would also increase the area designated Commercial in the specific plan from 10.03 acres to approximately 21.67 acres and increase the amount of commercial use from 80,000 square feet to approximately 134,378 square feet plus a 135-room hotel (with a height of four stories or 50 feet, whichever is greater). Approximately 6.21 acres of the Proposed Project would be designated Open Space within the Specific Plan. The Applicant is requesting a General Plan Amendment, Specific Plan Amendment, Parcel Map, Construction  Hours/Noise Variance, Precise Plan, and Conditional Use Permits.
	Project's Effects: The proposed project is a relatively small commercial component of a large Specific Plan guiding the development of mostly residential uses. The overall Specific Plan has been the subject of three prior CEQA approvals. The current SEIR, SEIR No. 2, concludes all impacts are within the level of significance as previously analyzed in the prior CEQA approvals with the exception of noise. A temporary noise impact will occur if soil is imported from an off-site location, because the import operation would need to occur at nigh time to avoid disruption of traffic flow. The City noise ordinance does not allow such construction activities to occur at night, hence a Noise Variance will be required creating a temporary noise impact.  No mitigation is feasible or applicable.
