This Draft SEIR is a supplement to the San Joaquin River Basin, Lower San Joaquin River (LSJR) Integrated Interim
Feasibility Report/Environmental Impact Statement/Environmental Impact Report, State Clearinghouse No. 2010012027
(2018 LSJR FR/EIS/EIR). The Modified Project is one of six sub-reaches identified and evaluated within the 2018 LSJR
FR/EIS/EIR Alternative 7a's Delta Front reach. It Includes approximately 1 mile of cutoff wall construction, levee
reshaping, and runoff erosion protection of the TS_30_L levee, as well as development of a borrow site, barge off-haul
site, two co-located staging and stockpile areas, and haul routes. This Draft SEIR also evaluates five potential biological
mitigation to fulfill the Modified Project's compensatory mitigation requirements: three sites are evaluated at a
project-level of detail and two sites are evaluated at a program-level of detail.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

As required by CEQA (State CEQA Guidelines Section 15126.2), the Draft SEIR objectively assesses and discloses
potential environmental effects of the Modified Project. The analysis in the 2018 LSJR FR/EIS/EIR determined that
significant and unavoidable impacts may occur in the following resource areas, which remain relevant as significant and
unavoidable impacts under the Modified Project: aesthetics, biological resources, noise, recreation, and transportation.
The Draft SEIR also identifies potentially significant impacts on air quality; hazards, hazardous materials, and public
safety; water quality; groundwater; and utilities, service systems, and public services. Mitigation measures would be
implemented to reduce impacts for these resource areas; the mitigation measures listed in the 2018 LSJR FR/EIS/EIR
remain relevant and would be applied to the Modified Project as applicable and updated in the Draft SEIR.

These mitigation measures include avoidance and compensatory mitigation for biological resources; use of Tier 4
equipment to minimize air quality and greenhouse gas emissions; preparation of a worker health and safety plan, spill
control plans, and other measures to avoid release of hazardous substances and protect water quality and groundwater
and avoid exacerbation of wildfire risk; measures to minimize loss of Special Designated Farmland; provision of a
Cultural Resources Awareness Training along with pre-construction training and monitoring and procedures for
inadvertent discovery to avoid damaging cultural and tribal cultural resources; requirements for noise-reducing
construction practices; and preparation of a traffic safety control plan.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

During public scoping for the 2018 FR/EIS/EIR, the following areas of controversy were identified:

PROPERTY ACQUISITION: In some cases, permanent property acquisition may be needed for project construction or
O&M. Temporary construction easements will likely be needed for construction staging and equipment access, and
temporary restrictions on access to private property may also be necessary. These effects are described in Chapter 5 of
the 2018 LSJR FR/EIS/EIR and in Chapters 2 and 3 of the Draft SEIR.

CONSTRUCTION-RELATED EFFECTS: The levee system in the project area is adjacent to residential areas.
Construction activities are likely to result in construction-related effects including noise, traffic, and air quality, and are
specifically described in Chapter 5 of the LSJR FR/EIS/EIR and in Chapters 2 and 3 of the Draft SEIR.

LEVEE ENCROACHMENT AND VEGETATION: The project is likely to include removal, relocation or replacement of
features in, on, or under the levee or adjacent O&M corridors, requiring the removal of vegetation and potential
special-status species habitats. This issue is described further in Chapter 5 of the LSJR FR/EIS/EIR in the sections on
vegetation, fisheries, wildlife,special status species, visual resources, and recreation, and in Chapters 2 and 3 of the
Draft SEIR.

EXECUTIVE ORDER 11988: Application of the EO to this study caused concerns about the ability of local jurisdictions to
meet their planning and development goals. This concern is particularly relevant to the RD 17 portion of the project area.
The project’s potential to induce growth, or remove a potential barrier to growth, is discussed in Section 3.6 of the 2018
LSJR FR/EIS/EIR and in Section 3.2.10 of the Draft SEIR.
