	Project Description: As adopted in 2013, the Village 1 Specific Plan provides for up to 5,639 dwelling units, 167,000 square feet of mixed-use (commercial) space, 321 acres of parks, including the Turkey Creek Golf course, and 403 acres of open space and landscape corridors, along with public facilities and roadways (see Table 1).  The residential land uses range from Village Country Estates (VCE) with a density of 1 to 2.9 dwelling units (du) per acre to Village High Density Residential (VHDR), with 13 to 25 du per acre.  The proposed revisions to the adopted Specific Plan include realignment of Oak Tree Lane, revisions to land use designations in the southeast quadrant of the plan area, relocation of a school site and changes to the development standards.  As proposed, Oak Tree Lane would no longer be connected to Sierra College Boulevard south of the plan area as planned in the adopted Specific Plan.  Instead, Oak Tree Lane is proposed to create a loop with a second connection to SR 193/McBean Park Drive.  The number of residential units would be reduced to 5,610, and other minor changes to the acreage and distribution of land use designations are proposed.
	Project's Effects: Increased traffic noise on two roadway segments (along SR 193 and Sierra College Boulevard).  Mitigation is to coordinate with the applicable jurisdictions to encourage the use of rubber asphalt or an equally effective noise-suppressing surface when the affected segments are widened.  The impact would remain significant and unavoidable.
	Areas of Controversy: None known.

• Caltrans for alterations to SR 193 until such time as it is relinquished to the City;

• Regional Water Quality Control Board, for permits related to the control of nonpoint source runoff, pursuant to the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System requirements (i.e., Section 401 Water Quality Certification) and issues related to the missile site; 
• Nevada Irrigation District (NID) for any modifications to their existing canals and provision of raw water;
• Western Placer Unified School District (WPUSD);
• Placer County Facility Services; 
• Placer County Water Agency (PCWA); and 
Placer County Air Pollution Control District (PCAPCD).
