	Project Description: The proposed project would involve the demolition of the three existing two-story commercial structures (approximately 27,338 square feet) as well as four existing one-story single-family residences and surface parking areas, and the construction of a mixed-use development on the same site. The proposed project would be 55 feet in height and would include 111 apartment units (17 of which would be designated as affordable housing), 3,983 square feet of restaurant and cafe uses, 15,494 square feet of live/work use (12 units), 14,488 square feet of retail space, a 3,643 square foot hair salon, and 6,711 square feet of creative office space. The project also includes three levels of parking with 346 vehicle parking spaces (which is 10 spaces less than the required number of spaces for the project) and 133 bicycle parking spaces. One level of the parking structure would be fully subterranean. The first floor and mezzanine parking levels would be partially subterranean.
	Project's Effects: Impacts related to biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, hydrology and water quality,  noise during operation, and tribal cultural resources would be significant but mitigable. Mitigation would require nesting bird surveys for construction during the nesting bird season (MM BIO-1); procedures for the unanticipated discovery of cultural resources (CR-1); paleontological resources monitoring (GS-1); conformance with recommendations for foundation design and other design measures from the geotechnical report (MM GEO-1 and MM GEO-2); implementation of groundwater monitoring and a dewatering plan if dewatering is required (MM GEO-3a and GEO-3b); generator shielding (N-5); and procedures for the unanticipated discovery of tribal cultural resources (TCR-1). 
 
The proposed project would result in a temporary significant unavoidable adverse impacts related to construction noise would occur. Mitigation measures N-1(a) through N-1(g) to reduce construction noise are still required.
