The City of Santa Monica (City) and the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) are proposing replacement of the Santa Monica Pier Bridge. The Project
entails the demolition of the existing Pier Bridge and replacement of the Bridge which extends west from the intersection of Ocean Avenue and Colorado Avenue to the
Santa Monica Pier. The existing bridge was built in 1939 and is near the end of its life with a sufficiency rating of 8.2 out of 100 making it seismically deficient. The
proposed project would include replacement of the existing, structurally deficient Pier Bridge with a new bridge that would meet current seismic standards. Bridge
replacement would include improvements at the west and east approaches and on the pier. The proposed project seeks to achieve those objectives while preserving the
historic character of the pier and adjacent historic structures, including the pier entrance sign, as well as maintaining continuous access to the pier for all users, including
maintaining City and pier business operations during construction. The replacement bridge would be approximately 448 feet in length and approximately 38 feet wide, 4
feet wider than the existing bridge. The downward slope of the replacement bridge would be approximately 10 percent, the same as existing bridge.
