The amendment also 
amends the General plan Circulation Map (Figure 3) and Table of 
Major Infrastructure Improvements (Table 3) to include the 
addition of Rio Del Mar as a possible east - west connection 
between SR 29 on the west and Newell Drive on the east; and, to 
reclassify the segment of Newell Drive north of the Rio Del or S. 
Napa Junction intersection from a 2-lane Arterial to a 2-lane Major 
Collector. Various text amendments are included that correlate 
with these map changes.
