
NOTICE OF AVAILABILITY OF A DRAFT ENVIRONMENT AL IMP ACT REPORT 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that pursuant to the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act 
(CEQA), tbe City of Chino bas completed a Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) for the proposed Altitude Business 
Centre Project. Based on the analysis presented in the DEIR, the Project would result in significant and unavoidable adverse 
impacts to the following environmental resource areas: Agriculture and Forestry Resources, Air Quality, and 
Transportation/Traffic. All other environmental effects evaluated in the DEIR are determined to be less than significant, or can 
be feasibly reduced to less-than-significant levels with incorporation of the mitigation measures provided in the DEIR.

1. Project Name: Altitude Business Centre Project 

2. Project Description: The Project involves the demolition of the property's existing residential and agricultural/dairy land 
uses and the construction and operation of a business center complex with up to 25 buildings totaling up to 1,219,015 
square feet (s.f.) of building space. The principal discretionary approvals required of the City of Chino to in1plement the 
Project include: PL16-0456, a Tentative Parcel Map that would subdivide the approximately 72-acre Project site into 2 1 
numbered lots ranging in size from 0.35-acre to 11 .19 acres and five (5) landscape lots ranging in size from 0.02-acre to 
0.22-acre; PL16-0457, a Master Site Approval (MSA) that would provide a general development plan, including site 
layout, architectural design, and landscape design, for the proposed business center complex, PLl 7-0044, a Site Approval 
(SA) tbat provides a specific development plan for Buildings I through 6 oftbe proposed MSA, and PL17-0042, a Special 
Conditional Use Permit that would allow the development of buildings larger than 50,000 s.f. on the Project site. 

3. Project Location: The Project s ite is located in the southeastern portion of the City of Chino, San Bernardino County, 
California. The Project site is located south of Kimball Avenue, north of Bickmore Avenue, approximately 1,000 feet east 
of Euclid A venue, and approximately 660 feet west of Rincon Meadows A venue. The Project site is not included on any 
list of hazardous materials sites compiled pursuant to California Government Code Section 65962.5.
