Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project site is located northeast of Gilman Springs Road, with the entrance to the mine occurring approximately 0.6
mile southeast of the intersection of Gilman Springs Road and Bridge Street. The Project consists of the proposed
second revision to Surface Mining Permit No. 159 (SMP 159R2). Approval of SMP 159R2 would allow for the expansion
of areas permitted for mining by 54.5 acres, resulting in approximately 204.9 acres permitted for mining activities; an
increase mining reserves from approximately 14,000,000 tons to 44,000,000 tons, representing an increase of
approximately 30,000,000 tons; the operation of an Inert Debris Engineered Fill Operation (IDEFO) to facilitate ultimate
site reclamation; the establishment of a revised reclamation plan in compliance with the Surface Mining and Reclamation
Act of 1975 (SMARA, Public Resources Code § 2710 et seq.) and Riverside County Ordinance No. 555; and revisions to
the Mine’s timing restrictions for mining activities within 300 feet of the Mine’s boundaries from between 7:00 a.m. and
10:00 p.m., Monday through Saturday except holidays, to 24 hours per day, seven days per week including Sundays and
federal holidays.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

* Air Quality: Operational-source emissions would exceed the SCAQMD regional thresholds for NOx, PM10, and PM2.5.
Thus, the Project would result in a conflict with the SCAQMD AQMP, and would result in a cumulatively considerable net
increase of any criteria pollutant for which the project region is non-attainment under an applicable federal or State
ambient air quality standard. Mitigation is identified requiring best management practices for truck operation.

» Greenhouse Gas (GHG) Emissions: The Project would emit more than 3,000 MTCO2e/yr threshold established by
SCAQMD for mixed-use developments, and impacts due to GHG emissions would be significant and unavoidable.
Additionally, the Project would not be consistent with the County's Climate Action Plan (CAP) because the Project cannot
achieve the required number of points per the CAP screening tables. No mitigation measures are available to reduce
this impact beyond the mitigation identified for the Project's air quality impacts.

« Transportation and Traffic: Project impacts would be mitigated through fair-share contributions and payment of fees.
However, because it cannot be assured that improvements needed to achieve an acceptable level of service at study
area intersections and due to traffic signal warrants would be in place prior to commencement of expanded mining
activities as proposed by the Project, the Project’s impacts would be significant and unavoidable in the near term.
