	Project Description: The County of San Mateo (County) has developed the Routine Maintenance Program (Maintenance Program) Manual to describe the various routine maintenance activities conducted by the County Department of Public Works (DPW) and Parks Department (Parks). Both departments are responsible for conducting routine maintenance to ensure that County facilities are properly functioning and operational. The Manual provides a comprehensive and consistent approach to conducting routine maintenance activities. Primary maintenance activities include maintenance of culverts, storm drainage facilities, bridges, roadside ditches and swales; sediment removal in engineered channels, natural creeks and culverts; creek bank stabilization; vegetation management; grazing; road and trail maintenance; and maintenance of marinas. 
	Project's Effects: Air quality: Program could have temporary odor effects but would be mitigated to less-than-significant through mitigation measure (MM) AQ-1 (locate stockpiles of odorous materials away from sensitive receptors).
Biological resources: Program could have potential adverse effects on special-status plant or animal species, riparian habitat, protected wetlands, and be located within 200 ft of a marine/wildlife reserve. Such effects would be reduced to less-than-significant through MMs BIO-1 thru BIO-9, which include compensatory mitigation for loss of special-status plants, wetlands and riparian habitat; tree protection zones near Butano ridge cypress; compensatory mitigation for loss of habitat supporting CA red-legged frog, CA tiger salamander, and San Francisco garter snake; and pre-activity survey/avoidance measures.
Hazards: Program could result in significant to public or environment from the routine transport, use or disposal of hazardous materials. Such effects would be reduced to less-than-significant through MMs HAZ-1 and HAZ-2 (proper handling of disposing contaminated soil, sediment, groundwater; review proximity of known clean-up sites).
Noise/Vibration: Program could result in temporary increase in ambient noise levels in the vicinity of maintenance areas and groundborne vibration levels. Such effects would be reduced to less-than-significant through implementation of MM NOI-1 thru NOI-5 (noise and vibration reducing practices, advance notification of nearby sensitive receptors)  
Cumulative: Program could result in cumulative biological resources effects but would be reduced with implementation of MMs BIO-1 thru BIO-9. 
	Areas of Controversy: There are no major areas of known controversy related to the proposed program or this DEIR. To date, while not considered controversial, the following questions or concerns have been raised regarding the proposed program during the scoping period:

1. Recommends greater efforts in removing dead and hazardous trees.
2. Prohibit use of herbicides near habitats and waterways that drain to the Pacific Ocean.
3. Monitoring of coastal bluff erosion and related public safety hazards near coastal bluffs.
