Existing structures on the project site would be demolished. The Proposed Project would be required to obtain a license from 
the City under Ordinance No. 519, and to obtain permits from the California Department of Food and Agriculture, CalCannabis, 
and the California Department of Consumer Affairs, Bureau of Cannabis Control.
