	Project Description: The Boulder Brush Facilities include an overhead 230 kilovolt generation transmission (gen-tie) line, a high voltage substation, a switchyard, in/out connection to the existing Sunrise Powerlink, and access roads on private land under the jurisdiction of the County of San Diego. The gen-tie line on private land would be approximately 3.5 miles in length and would include approximately 32 steel poles at a maximum height of 150 feet. The Boulder Brush Facilities will be subject to a Major Use Permit. The in/out connection and the switchyard would be operated by SDG&E and therefore would be under the jurisdiction of the California Public Utilities Commission. The gen-tie line would carry wind generated energy from the proposed Campo Wind Facilities on the Campo Band of Digueno Mission Indians Reservation to the substation and switchyard on private land. The Campo Wind Facilities would include 60 wind turbines, three permanent meteorological (MET) towers, six temporary MET towers, a collector substation, a 5-mile portion of the gen-tie line, an operations and maintenance facility and other components. The Bureau of Indian Affairs (BIA) has jurisdiction over the portion of the Project on the Reservation.
	Project's Effects: For the Project as a whole, the DEIR identified significant environmental impacts to Aesthetics, Air Quality, Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Noise, Traffic and Transportation, Tribal Cultural Resources, and Wildfire. Mitigation is provided for each of these topics to reduce impacts to the extent feasible. All of these potential significant impacts would be reduced to less than significant with implementation of mitigation measures, except for impacts to Aesthetics, Biological Resources, and Noise which would remain significant and unavoidable.
	Areas of Controversy: Areas of known controversy include: 

Aesthetics: Lighting from the wind turbines, degraded views, and shadow flicker from the wind turbines.

Biological Resources: Avian species strikes, wildlife migratory routes

Hazards: Public concerns of health effects including: exposure to electric and magnetic fields (EMF), exposure to low-frequency noise, exposure to shadow flicker, oil leakage from generators.

Hydrology: Availability of groundwater, contamination of the water table

Noise: Noise from wind turbines, low-frequency noise, noise from construction

Wildfire: fire hazards during construction and operation
