	Project Description: --The Innovation Park project site is a 183.8-acre site located within the City of Sacramento’s North Natomas community in the northwestern portion of the city. The site is situated within a larger area bounded by Del Paso Road to the north, Truxel Road to the east, Arena Boulevard to the south, and East Commerce Way to the west. Within this larger area, a ring of parcels surrounds the site of the proposed planned unit development (PUD). 
--The project includes a mix of neighborhoods, a park and plaza, a school, a hotel and local serving retail. It would include vibrant higher density urban residential areas in the core of Innovation Park, graduating to quieter, less dense neighborhoods within. There would also be  mix of higher intensity uses focused on innovation, including office, and residential mixed use.
--The proposed project would include development of the California Northstate University (CNU) Medical Center, a higher education campus including a hospital, medical offices, laboratories, graduate colleges, faculty and student dormitories, and supporting retail uses.
	Project's Effects: The issues discussed within the EIR are those that have been identified as potentially significant impacts include Land Use and Population; Aesthetics, Air Quality; Biological Resources; Cultural and Tribal Cultural Resources; Energy Demand and Conservation; Global Climate Change; Hazards and Hazardous Materials; Public Services; Transportation; Utilities; and Growth Inducement and Urban Decay. Mitigation is included in the EIR to reduce most impacts to less-than-significant levels; however, significant and unavoidable impacts have been identified for Air Quality and Noise and Vibration.
	Areas of Controversy: During the public comment period on the Notice of Preparation (NOP), February 22, 2019 through March 25, 2019, the City of Sacramento received a total of 293 written comment letters regarding the proposed Innovation Park PUD (see Appendix A for the NOP and Appendix B for the NOP Comment Letters). Of these, 11 written comment letters were received from public agencies, four written comment letters were received from community organizations, and 278 written comment letters were received from the public. The comment letters included a number of comments pertaining to the project and the scope of the EIR. The comments requested that the EIR include analysis of issues such as:
--Air quality impacts for construction and operation
--Biological resources, including special status plants and animals and relationship of the project to the Natomas Basin Habitat Conservation Plan
--Cultural and tribal cultural resources, including archaeological resources
--Greenhouse gas emissions and climate change
--Adequacy of public services and recreational amenities
--Transportation effects, including vehicle miles traveled and effects on the pedestrian and bicycle systems
--Adequacy of public utilities infrastructure
