PROJECT DESCRIPTION I LOCATION: The project is located the within the Soquel Creek Planning 
Watershed, approximately 2.0 miles southeast of the town of Laurel, in Santa Cruz County, in the State of 
California; Sections 1, 2, 35, and 36, T9-10S. RlW, U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) Laurel (1997). The 
project is limited to installing a temporary Spittler crossing at map point (MP) Xl, realignment­
replacement of culvert X2, replacing culverts X4, Xl0 and X13; place a water bar on a Class II 
Watercourse/WLPZ skid trail at MPa, clear an inside ditch from an upslope seep across the seasonal haul 
road in a Class II WLPZ at MPb, and new map point Xl 6 will have a culvert installed to prevent further 
erosion from water draining downhill across a seasonal road toward a Class II watercourse. 

The California Department of Fish and Wildlife is executing Lake and Streambed Alteration Agreement 
Number 1600-2018-0312-R3 pursuant to Section 1602 of the Fish and Game Code to the project 
Applicant: Daniel Falk, RPF, acting on behalf of the owner, Richardson Ranch, LLC.
