	Project Description: The project would include development of a new, seven-story hotel (approximately 89 feet tall) with a ground floor parking garage and additional parking provided at the subject site in a surface lot to the southeast (rear) of the proposed hotel building. The hotel would approximately 156 guest rooms on the upper floors; a limited-service restaurant; a rooftop deck; and other employee and visitor amenities totaling approximately 83,190 square feet. The parking garage and surface parking lot would accommodate 141 parking stalls, with vehicular access from Shell Boulevard and Metro Center Boulevard.  
	Project's Effects: AIR -1 is related to emissions from construction equipment. MM AIR-1 would require construction equipment to be outfitted with filters.

HYD-1 is related to the project's susceptibility to flooding due to levee failure. MM HYD-1 would require the applicant to submit plans and calculations demonstrating that project would not worsen flooding conditions. 

NOISE-1 is related to noise generated by construction activities. MM NOISE-1 would require the project to submit a noise mitigation plan to the City prior to construction.

NOSIE-2 is related to potential impacts to adjacent buildings from vibration generated by the project. MM NOISE-2 would require the applicant to maintain buffer distances between off-site structures and vibration generating equipment and to prepare a vibration impact assessment if these buffer distances are required to be breached.
