Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project is located at 1220-1246 Hope Street, 427-436 Pico Boulevard in Downtown Los Angeles. The Project Site is
currently occupied by the vacant Morrison Hotel, three commercial industrial buildings, and a surface parking lot. The
Project would demolish the industrial building and surface lot, and would partially rehabilitate, partially demolish, and
reconstruct the existing Morrison Hotel, expand the hotel on the east side, and construct a new hotel/residential building
to the north of the existing hotel. The rehabilitation of the Morrison Hotel would include demolishing the approximately
12,280 sf inner wing to create a courtyard. The Morrison Hotel would be partially rehabilitated to provide 29,187 sf of
hotel uses and 5,155 sf of ground floor restaurant uses. The Hotel Expansion would provide 165,800 sf of hotel uses, a
2,838 sf rooftop restaurant and bar, and a 5,843 sf museum. The new Hotel/Residential Tower would include 150,366 sf
of residential uses above 32,997 sf of hotel uses and a 2,792 sf ground-floor restaurant. The Project's floor area would
be 420,303 sf resulting in a 7.5:1 FAR with 136 dwelling units and 444 guest rooms.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The Draft EIR determined the Project would result in a significant and unavoidable impact to historical resources and
construction-related on-site noise and off-site vibration to adjacent sensitive receptors. No feasible mitigation measures
exist that would reduce these impacts to a less than significant level. Additionally, it was determined that potentially
significant impacts to archaeological and paleontological resources would be reduced to a less than significant level with
incorporation of mitigation measures to address inadvertent discovery of a resource during construction. All other
impacts were determined to be less than significant without the need for mitigation measures.
