The property is located at 5306 Langworth Road, between Patterson and Claribel Roads, in the Riverbank area.  The Planning Commission will consider adoption of a CEQA Negative Declaration for the project.  APN: 062-027-003.
	Project's Effects: No potentially significant effects have been identified with respect to the proposed project. Review of this project has not indicated any features which might significantly impact the environmental quality of the site and/or the surrounding area.  The project is an existing use with no expansion in footprint or construction proposed.  Unrelated existing dairies are scattered in all directions from the project site.  Central Valley Ag Grinding (CVAG), operating under Use Permit No. 2010-06 just across Langworth Road from the project site.  As CVAG is operating under a discretionary permit, additional CEQA review will be required at the time that it expands.  The project was referred to responsible and trustee agencies and no comments have been received with respect to the project’s potential to substantially degrade, reduce, or endanger wildlife species, nor does it appear the project will have environmental effects which will case substantial adverse effects on human life.
