FINDINGS

Recognized Environmental Condition (REC) is defined by the ASTM Standard Practice E1527-13

as the presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or
at a property: (1) due to release to the environment; (2) under conditions indicative of a release
to the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a material threat of a future release to the
environment.

e The subject property is equipped with two sumps or oil/water separators inside the
subject property building. The features appear to be concrete-lined and were presumably
associated with the historical vehicle washing/maintenance at the subject property.
These features have the potential to act as a conduit to the subsurface of the subject
property. Due to the historical vehicle repair operations conducted at the subject
property, hazardous substances and petroleum products were presumably utilized on
site. Therefore, the potential exists that a release from these features may have resulted
in an impact to the subsurface of the subject property and the sumps or oil/water

sepa

rators are an REC for the subject property.
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Controlled Recognized Environmental Condition (CREC) is defined by the ASTM Standard Practice

E1527-13 as a past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority, with hazardous substances
or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to the implementation of required
controls.

¢ AEI did not identify evidence of CRECs during the course of this assessment.

Historical Recognized Environmental Condition (HREC) is defined by the ASTM Standard Practice

E1527-13 as a past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products that has occurred
in connection with the property and has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable
regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria established by a regulatory authority,
without subjecting the property to any required controls.

¢ AEI did not identify evidence of HRECs during the course of this assessment.

Other Environmental Considerations (OEC) warrant discussion, but do not qualify as RECs as
defined by the ASTM Standard Practice E1527-13. These include, but are not limited to, de

minimis conditions and/or environmental considerations such as the presence of ACMs, LBP,
radon, mold, and lead in drinking water, which can affect the liabilities and financial obligations
of the client, the health and safety of site occupants, and the value and marketability of the
subject property.

e According to files with the ACDEH, a permit was issued for the removal of an UST in
1987. The permit was issued for the address 2450 Castro Valley Boulevard, which was
previously associated with the east adjacent property. Although the permit was issued
to the east adjacent property, the UST appears to have been located on the subject
property. The permit was issued for the removal of one UST; however, according to the
closure report, two 1,000-gallon gasoline USTs were removed from the subject property
on July 14, 1988. The USTs were located along the eastern property boundary of the
subject property. Two soil samples were collected from beneath the older UST and one
soil sample was collected from beneath the newer UST. The samples were analyzed for
TPH and BTEX. Only two of the samples detected TPH at 1.8 and 2.2 ppm. None of the
samples detected BTEX above laboratory reporting limits. Based on the removal of the
USTs and the available analytical data, the former USTs are not expected to represent a
significant environmental concern.

e Based on a review of historical use documentation, the subject property was historically
used for agricultural purposes. There is a potential that agricultural chemicals, such as
pesticides, herbicides and fertilizers, were used on site, and that the subject property
has been impacted by the use of such agricultural chemicals. In general, historical
agricultural use is not the subject of environmental enforcement actions by regulatory
agencies, and therefore, could be considered a de minimis condition. However, AEI
understands that the subject property is slated for redevelopment. Consequently, it
would be prudent for the owner of the subject property to determine whether sampling
relating to the former agricultural use of the subject property is required by the local
planning department or other applicable oversight agency prior to the commencement
of redevelopment activities.

e Due to the age of the subject property building, there is a potential that ACMs are
present. The observed suspect ACMs at the subject property were in good condition
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at the time of the site reconnaissance and are not expected to pose a health and
safety concern to the occupants of the subject property at this time. Based on the
potential presence of ACMs, AEI recommends the implementation of an O&M Plan which
stipulates that the repair and maintenance of damaged materials should be performed
to protect the health and safety of the building occupants. In the event that building
renovation or demolition activities are planned, a thorough asbestos survey to identify
asbestos-containing building materials is required in accordance with the EPA NESHAP 40
CFR Part 61 prior to demolition or renovation activities that may disturb suspect ACMs.

Due to the age of the subject property building, there is a potential that LBP is present.
All observed painted surfaces were in good condition and are not expected to pose a
health and safety concern to the occupants of the subject property at this time. Local
regulations may apply to LBP in association with building demolition/renovations and
worker/occupant protection. Actual material samples would need to be collected or an
x-ray fluorescence (XRF) survey performed in order to determine if LBP is present. It
should be noted that construction activities that disturb materials or paints containing
any amount of lead may be subject to certain requirements of the OSHA lead standard
contained in 29 CFR 1910.1025 and 1926.62.

CONCLUSIONS, OPINIONS, AND RECCMMENDATIGNS

We have performed a Phase I ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM
Standard Practice E1527-13 and the EPA Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries
(40 CFR Part 312) of 20630 John Drive, Castro Valley, Alameda County, California, the subject
property. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Sections 1.4, 1.5,
and 1.6 of this report.

AEI did not identify evidence of RECs or CRECs in connection with the property except for those
previously identified in the Findings section.

Based on a review of aerial photographs, the subject property was historically used for
agricultural purposes. There is a potential that agricultural chemicals, such as pesticides,
herbicides and fertilizers, were used on site, and that the subject property has been impacted
by the use of such agricultural chemicals. In general, historical agricultural use is not the
subject of environmental enforcement actions by regulatory agencies, and therefore, could be
considered a de minimis condition. However, AEI understands that the subject property is slated
for redevelopment. Consequently, it would be prudent for the owner of the subject property
to determine whether sampling relating to the former agricultural use of the subject property
is required by the local planning department or other applicable oversight agency prior to the
commencement of redevelopment activities.

Based on agency records and city directories, the subject property was used to truck or
equipment rental with vehicle maintenance from at least 1978 to the present. Based on the
nature of use, AEI presumes that various quantities of hazardous materials were stored on site.
This site was not listed on the regulatory database, but this auto repair business did operate at a
time that pre-dates regulatory oversight of hazardous materials and petroleum products. Building
records indicate that the subject property was previously equipped with two gasoline USTs. Refer
to Sections 4.1 and 4.3 for further discussion.

The
permit was issued for the address 2450 Castro Valley Boulevard, which was previously associated
with the east adjacent property. Although the permit was issued to the east adjacent property,
the UST appears to have been located on the subject property. The permit was issued for
the removal of one UST; however, according to the closure report, two 1,000-gallon gasoline
USTs were removed from the subject property on July 14, 1988.

The subject property tenant is listed on these database for the storage of
chemicals or hazardous materials and the generation of hazardous wastes.

In 2015, the local CUPA, the ACDEH, inspected the facility and noted that open
waste containers were present and that housekeeping of spilled wastes could be
improved. Wastes such as waste oil, waste antifreeze, and used filters were
generated. The tenant was instructed to clean up spills as they occur and to
obtain replacement plugs for the waste drums or obtain new drums. Wastes are
reportedly picked up for disposal or recycling by Asbury Environmental.
Hazardous materials such as liquid or compressed gases (propane and CO2/
argon) were noted.

Violations were noted during an inspection of the facility and included violations
such as the lack of employee training plan or documentation, the lack of a
completed HMBP or emergency response plan, the waste oil drum was not
appropriately closed due to a missing plug, volume of wastes was above
regulatory reporting threshold and without a ACDEH permit, waste drum labels
were dated incorrectly or were not legible, failure to adequately store a damaged
lead acid battery, failure to annually review and certify HMBP, and failure to
notify property owner that an HMBP was required. Reportedly, one or more of
the violations was brought into compliance by 2016 and/or 2018. A NOV letter
was prepared by the ACDEH in 2018.

Three 10,000-gallon USTs storing gasoline and diesel and one 550-gallon
waste-oil UST were excavated and removed from the site in 1989. Soil samples
from under the USTs contained up to 11 ppm TPHg, 55 ppb 1,1-DCE and
background levels of various metals. Up to 160 mg/kg TPHg, 25 ppm TPHd, 0.33
ppm benzene, 6.4 ppm toluene, 9.4 ppm ethylbenzene, and 30 ppm xylenes
were detected in sidewall soil samples collected for the tank removal.
Overexcavation of the UST and dispenser area was subsequently performed.
Confirmation soil samples were collected from the excavation sidewalls. Up to
1,900 ppm TPHg, 17 ppm benzene, 33 ppm toluene, 28 ppm ethylbenzene, and
120 ppm ethylbenzene were detected. Up to 87 ppm TPHg was detected in soil
samples collected from product piping trenches. Three sidewall confirmation soil
samples were collected from the waste oil UST excavation after further
excavation, and 37 ppm TPHg and 0.1 ppm benzene were detected.

A total of five groundwater monitoring wells (MW-1 through MW-5) were
installed as part of the site investigation. Groundwater was present at
approximately 7 to 10 feet bgs. Up to 2.8 ppm TPHg, 0.051 ppm benzene, and
0.11 ppm xylenes were detected in soil samples from the well boreholes, and up
to 32 ppb TPHg, 4.2 ppb benzene, 0.36 ppb ethylbenzene, 1.1 ppb xylenes were
detected in the initial groundwater samples from the wells. The most recent
sampling of the wells was performed in June of 1992. None of the groundwater
samples detected concentrations of TPH-d, TPH-d, or BTEX above laboratory
reporting limits. The site was granted closure on May 20, 1993.

A baseline site assessment conducted in 2005 as part of a property transaction.
Six soil borings were advanced, and up to 480 ppm TPHg, 25 ppm TPHd, 670
ppm oil and grease (O&G), 1.1 ppm ethylbenzene, 1.1 ppm xylenes, and 0.11
ppm MTBE were detected in the soil samples; grab groundwater samples were
collected from the shallow groundwater, and up to 87 ppb MTBE, 0.77 ppb ethyl
benzene, and 1.2 ppb xylenes were detected. TPHg, TPHd, benzene and toluene
were not detected in the groundwater samples. The LUST case was
subsequently reopened.

A groundwater investigation was conducted in 2007 using a hydropunch to
evaluate the lateral and vertical extent of groundwater contamination. Grab
groundwater samples were collected from the borings; up to 500 and ppb TPHd,
6.3 ppb MTBE, and 54 ppb TBA were detected in the grab groundwater samples
from the shallow aquifer zone, and up to 800 ppb TPHd and 10 ppb MTBE were
detected in the deeper aquifer zone.

Based on LTCP Technical Justification for Groundwater Plume Length, Indicator
Constituents, Concentrations, Buffer Distances (Separation Distances) to
Receptors and off-site down gradient wells, the shallow and deeper groundwater
did not pose a significant risk to human health or the environment. The LUST
case was granted closure on July 17, 2015.

The site was listed in the regulatory database as a large and small quantity
generator of hazardous wastes. No violations were noted in the RCRA or ECHO
listings. According to the database, the site has been occupied by a gas station
since at least 1969.

Based on the regulatory status of the site, the lack of apparent impacts to the
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subject property, and the expected groundwater flow direction, this site is not
expected to pose a significant environmental concern for the subject property.

Some evidence of staining associated with leakage or spillage from the waste containers was
observed. No storm drains or other subsurface conduits were located in the immediate vicinity
of the stains. The spilled materials should be cleaned up appropriately, and the drums should be
stored in secondary containment. In addition, one or more of the waste drums was open. The
drums should be kept securely closed when wastes are not actively being address to the drums
to prevent exposure to vapors from the wastes.

No drains or other subsurface conduits were observed in this area. Based on the small quantities
present, the nature of the material, the lack of subsurface conduits and the good housekeeping
observed, the presence of these materials is not expected to represent a significant
environmental concern but would be considered to be a de minimis issue which should be
addressed by property labeling of contents or proper disposal if the materials will no longer be
used.

7.1.4 ELECTRICAL OR MECHANICAL EQUIPMENT LIXELY TO CONTAIN FLUIDS

Toxic PCBs were commonly used historically in electrical eguipment such as transformers,
fluorescent lamp ballasts, and capacitors. According to United States EPA regulation 40 CFR Part
761, there are three categories for classifying such equipment: <50 ppm of PCBs is considered
"Non-PCB"; between 50 and 500 ppm is considered "PCB-Contaminated"; and >500 ppm is
considered "PCB-Containing". Pursuant to 15 U.S.C. 2605(e)(2)(A), the manufacture, process, or
distribution in commerce or use of any polychlorinated biphenyl in any manner other than in a
totally enclosed manner was prohibited after January 1, 1977.

Hydraulic Lifts

The tenant, Valley Tire & Trailer, is equipped with three aboveground lifts. No evidence of stains
or leakage from the units was observed, and the lifts are therefore not expected to represent a
significant environmental concern.

7.1.5 INTERIOR STAINS OR CORROSION

Significant staining was observed in the vicinity of the three drums containing waste oil, waste
antifreeze, and used filters. No secondary containment was noted for the drums. No floor drains
were observed in the vicinity of the staining. Based on the magnitude of staining observed in
combination with the period of time that vehicle maintenance activities may have been performed
onsite (since at least 1978), AEI is unable to rule out the potential that release to the subsurface
of the subject property may have occurred.
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7.1.6 DRAINS, SUMPS, AND CLARIFIERS

Storm drains were observed in the parking areas and drives of the subject property. AEI did not
observe evidence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in the vicinity of the drains.
Based on the use of the drains solely for storm water runoff, the presence of the drains is not
expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

Two below-grade sumps or oil/water separators were observed inside the subject property
building. The sumps appeared to be concrete-lined, and were presumably associated with vehicle
or facility washing activities performed on site. According to the tenant, Mr. Eric Hoopes of Valley
Tire & Trailer and Go Green Transportation, these features were drain pits for used vehicle fluids
but that he had not used them as such during his occupancy for the past 10 years. Based on AEI's
experience, these features appeared to be sumps or oil/water separators rather than drain pits.
These features have the potential to act as a conduit to the subsurface of the subject property.
Due to the historical vehicle repair operations conducted at the subject property, hazardous
substances and petroleum products were presumably utilized on site. Therefore, the potential
exists that a release from these features may have resulted in an impact to the subsurface of the
subject property and the sumps or oil/water separators are an REC for the subject property.

Due to vehicles or materials in the way, access to the interior of the sumps or oil/water
separators was not available at the time of the AEI site visit. Based on AEI's experience with
similar properties, the sumps or oil/water separators are concrete lined and discharge to the
municipal sanitary or stormwater sewer.

7.1.7 STAINED SOIL AND PAVEMENT

Minor amounts of oily surface staining were observed in the parking area. The staining appears
to be from leaking vehicles and is surficial in nature. Based on the small size and the surficial
nature of the staining, it is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

7.2 ADIACENT PROPERTY RECONNAISSANCE FINDINGS

During the site reconnaissance, AEI observed the items listed in the above Reconnaissance
Findings Summary table, which are further discussed below.

7.2.1 REGULATED HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCES/WASTES AND/OR PETROLEUM PRODUCTS IN
CONNECTION WITH PROPERTY USE

The adjacent site to the south was observed to be occupied by a service station with onsite
automobile servicing. Based on the nature of use, hazardous substances are likely utilized/stored
on the site. This site was identified in the regulatory database and is further discussed in Section
5.1.

7.2.2 ABOVEGROUND/UNDERGROUND HAZARDOUS SUBSTANCE OR PETROLEUM PRODUCT
STORAGE TANKS (ASTs/USTS)

The adjacent site to the south was observed to be occupied by a service station. Based on the
nature of use, USTs as well as other hazardous substances are likely utilized and stored on the
site. This site was identified in the regulatory database and is further discussed in Section 5.1.
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7.2.3 DRAINS, SUMPS, AND CLARIFIERS

Several storm drains were observed in the parking areas of the adjacent properties and adjacent
roadways. AEI did not observe evidence of hazardous substances or petroleum products in the
vicinity of the drains. Based on the use of the drains solely for storm water runoff, the presence
of the drains is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern.
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8.0 NON-ASTM SERVICES

8.1 ASBESTOS-CONTAINING BUILDING MATERIALS

Asbestos is the name for a group of naturally occurring silicate minerals that can be separated
into fibers. The fibers are strong, durable, and resistant to heat and fire. They are also long,
thin and flexible, so they can even be woven into cloth. Because of these qualities, asbestos
has been used in thousands of consumer, industrial, maritime, automotive, scientific and building
products. During the 20th century, some 30 million tons of asbestos have been used in industrial
sites, homes, schools, shipyards and commercial buildings in the United States. Commercial use
of ACM began in the early 1900's and peaked in the period between 1940 and into the 1970's.
Common ACMs include pipe-covering, insulating cement, insulating block, refactory and boiler
insulation materials, transite board, fireproofing spray, joint compound, vinyl floor tile, ceiling
tile, mastics, roofing products, and duct insulation for HVAC applications. Inhalation of asbestos
fibers can result in deleterious health effects.

The potential for ACM was evaluated based the USEPA Guidance Document: Managing Asbestos
in Place - A Building Owner's Guide to Operations and Maintenance Programs for
Asbestos-Containing Materials (the Green Book). In 1973 the NESHAPS banned the use of
most spray-applied surfacing ACM, specifically asbestos containing spray-on fireproofing and
insulation. Subsequent revisions to this regulation in 1975 and 1978 effectively eliminated the
use of friable pre-molded pipe, boiler, turbine, and duct insulation; and the spray application of
friable asbestos-containing materials for all uses in buildings. In 1989 the EPA issued regulations
to ban some asbestos-containing products and phase out most others over a multi-year period.
The "Ban and Phase-Down" rule was challenged in court and the regulation remanded to the
agency. As a result, any asbestos-containing products then "in commerce" would not be banned.
Those not in commerce would be banned. Those materials "banned" could not be sold. It did not
affect such materials already installed, or in use. Most US firms voluntarily ceased production of
asbestos containing building materials not covered by the aforementioned Federal bans by the
mid-1980's. In 1994, the OSHA determined that employers and building owners are required to
treat installed thermal system installation and sprayed on and troweled-on surfacing materials,
as well as vinyl or asphalt flooring material, as ACM in buildings constructed no later than 1980
until tested by laboratory analysis to prove otherwise.

The information below is for general informational purposes only and does not constitute an
asbestos survey. In addition, the information is not intended to comply with federal, state or local
regulations in regards to ACM.

Due to the age of the subject property building, there is a potential that ACMs are present. A
limited list of typical suspect ACMs is included in the following table:

The observed suspect ACMs at the subject property were in good condition at the time of the site
reconnaissance and are not expected to pose a health and safety concern to the occupants of
the subject property at this time. Based on the potential presence of ACMs, AEI recommends the
implementation of an O&M Plan which stipulates that the repair and maintenance of damaged
materials should be performed to protect the health and safety of the building occupants. In the
event that building renovation or demolition activities are planned, a thorough asbestos survey
to identify asbestos-containing building materials is required in accordance with the EPA NESHAP
40 CFR Part 61 prior to demolition or renovation activities that may disturb suspect ACMs.

8.2 LeAD-BASED PAINT

LBP is defined as any paint, varnish, stain, or other applied coating that has =1 mg/cm2 (5,000
Mg/g or 5,000 ppm) or more of lead by federal guidelines; state and local definitions may differ
from the federal definitions in amounts ranging from 0.5 mg/cm2 to 2.0 mg/cm2. Section 1017
of the Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Guidelines, Residential Lead-Based Paint Hazard
Reduction Act of 1992, otherwise known as "Title X", defines a LBP hazard as "any condition
that causes exposure to lead that would result in adverse human health effects" resulting from
lead-contaminated dust, bare, lead-contaminated soil, and/or lead-contaminated paint that is
deteriorated or present on accessible, friction, or impact surfaces. Therefore, under Title X, intact
LBP on most walls and ceilings would not be considered a "hazard", although the paint should
be maintained and its condition monitored to ensure that it does not deteriorate and become a
hazard. Additionally, Section 1018 of this law directed HUD and EPA to require the disclosure of
known information on LBP and LBP hazards before the sale or lease of most housing built before
1978. Most private housing, public housing, or federally owned or subsidized housing is affected
by this rule.

Under OSHA, LCP is defined as any paint with any detectable amount of lead present in it.
Therefore, all LBP is considered LCP. Conversely, LCP may not meet the criteria to be considered
LBP in accordance with HUD guidelines or some states’ definition of LBP.

It is important to note that LCP may create a lead hazard when being removed. The condition of
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these materials must be monitored when they are being disturbed. In the event LCP is subject to
abrading, sanding, torching, and/or cutting during demolition or renovation activities, there may
be regulatory issues that must be addressed.

The information below is for general informational purposes only and does not constitute a lead
hazard evaluation. In addition, the information is not intended to comply with federal, state, or
local regulations in regards to LBP.

In buildings constructed after 1978, it is unlikely that LBP is present; however, some paints
utilized after 1978 will be LCP under OSHA. Structures built prior to 1978 and especially prior to
the 1960s should be expected to contain LBP.

Due to the age of the subject property building, there is a potential that LBP is present. All
observed painted surfaces were in good condition and are not expected to pose a health and
safety concern to the occupants of the subject property at this time. Local regulations may
apply to LBP in association with building demolition/renovations and worker/occupant protection.
Actual material samples would need to be collected or an XRF survey performed in order to
determine if LBP is present. It should be noted that construction activities that disturb materials
or paints containing any amount of lead may be subject to certain requirements of the OSHA
lead standard contained in 29 CFR 1510.1025 and 1926.62.

8.3 RADON

Radon is a naturally-occurring, odorless, and invisible gas. Natural radon levels vary and are
closely related to geologic formations. Radon may enter buildings through basement sumps or
other openings.

The United States EPA has prepared a map to assist National, State, and local organizations
to target their resources and to implement radon-resistant building codes. The map divides the
country into three radon zones, with Zone 1 being those areas with the average predicted indoor
radon concentration in residential dwellings exceeding the EPA Action Limit of 4.0 pCi/L. It is
important to note that the EPA has found homes with elevated levels of radon in all three
zones, and the EPA recommends site specific testing in order tc determine radon levels at a
specific location. However, the map does give a valuable indication of the propensity of radon
gas accumulation in structures.

Radon sampling was not requested as part of this assessment. According to the US EPA, the
radon zone level for the area is Zone 2, which has a predicted average indoor screening level
between 2 pCi/L and 4 pCi/L, equal to or below the action level of 4 pCi/L set forth by the US
EPA.

According to the California Department of Health Services Radon Database, 40 tests were
conducted for radon levels in the subject property zip code (94546) in 2016. Thirty-eight these
tests indicated that radon levels were below the action level of 4.0 pCi/L set forth by the US EPA.
Therefore, radon is not expected to represent a significant environmental concern.

8.4 MoOLD/INDOOR AIR QUALITY ISSUES

Molds are simple microscopic organisms which can often be seen in the form of discoloration,
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frequently green, gray, white, brown, or black. When excessive moisture or water accumulates
indoors, mold growth may occur, particularly if the moisture problem remains undiscovered or
unaddressed. As such, interior areas of buildings characterized by poor ventilation and high
humidity are the most common locations of mold growth. Building materials, including drywall,
wallpaper, baseboards, wood framing, insulation, and carpeting, often play host to such growth.
Mold spores primarily cause health problems through the inhalation of spores or the toxins they
emit when they are present in large numbers. This can occur when there is active mold growth
within places where people live or work.

Mold, if present, may or may not visually manifest itself. Neither the individual completing this
inspection, nor AEI has any liability for the identification of mold-related concerns except as
defined in applicable industry standards. In short, this Phase I ESA should not be construed as a
mold survey or inspection.

This activity was not designed to discover all areas which may be affected by mold growth on
the subject property. Rather, it is intended to give the client an indication if significant (based on
observed areas) mold growth is present at the subject property. Potential areas of mold growth,
such as in pipe chases, HVAC systems, and behind enclosed walls and ceilings, were not observed
as part of this limited assessment.

AEI observed interior areas of the subject property building to identify the potential presence
of mold. AEI did not note obvious visual or olfactory indications of the presence of mold, nor
did AEI observe obvious indications of significant water damage. As such, no bulk sampling of
suspect surfaces was conducted as part of this assessment and no additional action with respect
to suspect mold appears to be warranted at this time.
