Oescrlp,tion of Nature, Purposet .and lensficiaries of Project The propose:d project 1s a Mack•~Up Lighting Test 
which would take pleoe on an area of the San Diego~CoronadtJ Bridge (Brk:J.'ge) locetacl in tt,t!t center ofthe Bridge in the 
city of S8n.Ofego,. California (Attachment A,.Location M~p) .. The Moc:k .. LJp Lighting Testis intendecf·to.arf#atethe project 
description - .in particular; the type of lighting to be analyzed, and for Information coll£J.Ction., as part of .a .future public art 
lighting· projract on the Brkige, 

The proposed project it:1cludes the temporary installation of lighting equiprmmt on fourpiers on the Brk:fge.. The project 
would utllize lighf .. en1;1ting diode (LED) lights with a possible color ten,perature ran9T;1 of 2400K<3000K, and would be 
fully controllable, ft ts anticipated that lights would be cm for a period of four to .six hours per night,. and that lights would 
be on for approx:ima.telyseven consecuti\l(J nights, ltis anticipated th1tttthe .Mock~Up Lighting Test would occur bet:ween 
October 2019 and Maten 2020i but may occur at a later tirne. Work foctfua temporp;ry !nstaltatlon of lights would tah:e 
approximately two wfJe~ks and would be cr:mducfed fron1 the &xisting Bridge mafntena;nce catwalk and barges or boats 
when requt'recJ, .and would consist of the temporary affixing of equipment onto the bridge without any impacts to the 
bridge structure. Work to remove tht!!i t$.mpor'(!Jry lights would take f!!pproxlmately two wee.ks imd wottld be conducted • 
from the existing Bridge .ma!ntenanoe catwall< and .barges or boats when rtJquired. Temporary fights wtif not be. on during 
installation or removal period, · 

The lnstal/:atlon of fights includes tfirJ following project ffJatur&s and would have no impacts to water quality or biological 
resources (Attachment B, Engineering Assessment of Potentfal Environmental Impacts of f:?,ridge Lighting and 
Recommended Guidelines and Managsment Practices): 

• Preserve the ee,rty r1H1ening crepuscutar foraging and ffJert;Jing period of shorebirds and other lifeforms by not 
activating Mock.,lJp Test fighting until the end of astronomic twilight; 

• Preserve the value end biological relevance of daily cycles by extfn911is:hlng all lighting at midnight on .testing 
days, Additionally; cessation oflightlng tests during significant foggy and/or marine layer conditions woufdoccur; 

• Lumlnaires containii1g white polychromatic white chips for the Mock-Up Test would be ordered employing 
3000K (or lower) white LEDs; 

• Minimize and/or avoid the artistic use. of colors and white Hghts so that the spectral power distrlbution of any 
ii(JJht source at any time would not exceed 25% of waveletnr;ths 500 nanometers or shorter, This will limit the 
artistic use of violet, blue} and blue green saturated or pastels including oH"-whltes. Pure white and off-white 
polychromatic fight fs acceptable and the correlated color temperature and Kelvin temperature will not exceed 
3000K; 
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~ Although sorne of the light luminaries will be directed downward onto pier surfaces, all efforts to avoid 
lllumint'itlnt;,t the dolphins will be undertaken; and 

• The maximum luminance of tmy Illuminated surf<!lce wilt not exceed 100 cdlm2 (nits) r~t any tifne. 
Additionciily, bc1s0d on information gathered during the 2019 Engfneerfng Lighting Study, the average lurm't1Mree 
recorded was 17,8 cdlm2 (1,its), which is significantly less ihEin the project fe.etures that vvoufcl protect biologlcal 
resources and light sp11l. A sim11ar average luminance is anticipated with this moc/.t; testing. 

Due to the design and duration of the project no irnpacts to biological resources would occur as a tesuft of the proposed 
project Furtherrt1ore, a minirnal number of truck trip to deliver suppJies and workers woufrt he required dalzy, therefore.) 
there would be no impacts to air quality( traffic; or parking.
