	Project Description: The proposed project is the ongoing implementation of an Integrated Wildlife Damage Management (IWDM) program in Yuba County under a Cooperative Service Agreement (CSA) between Yuba County and the U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Animal and Plant Health Inspection Services - Wildlife Services (APHIS-WS). The overall goal of the proposed project is to ensure that wildlife damage management for purposes of protecting property, infrastructure, agricultural resources, and public health and safety in the County is performed in a biologically sound, environmentally safe, and accountable manner and in accordance with applicable federal and state laws and regulations. The County has had a cost-share CSA with APHIS-WS for over 30 years. Primary functions provided by a APHIS-WS Specialist in the County would continue to include offering technical advice/assistance to resource owners and investigating and responding to wildlife damage situations. The County would not be materially involved in any of the IWDM program activities other than to cost share the financial portion of the program. Neither APHIS-WS nor Yuba County is proposing any changes to the IWDM program activities in the County.
	Project's Effects: The proposed project could result in the removal of certain common wildlife species by lethal methods. Removal of animals by lethal methods is only used when other methods of control are not practical or have not been successful.  Species historically removed in the County and for which the most technical assistance has been provided are striped skunk and American beaver. Other species managed under the IWDM program include black bear, coyote, mountain lion, raccoon, and birds. The proposed project would not result in any significant impacts on these common species  compared to baseline conditions, because no changes to IWDM activities are proposed. Federal- and state-listed species and species of special concern are not managed as part of the CSA, and special efforts are made to avoid unintentional take of listed species. The proposed project would not involve ground disturbance activities that would affect habitat or migration corridors. No mitigation measures are required.
