Very Low Income units), (2) the deconstruction, reassembly, rehabilitation and limited alteration of the existing on-sit cathedral,
with a resulting floor area of approximately 7,790 square feet, and (3) the removal of three existing ancillary church buildings
and their replacement with a new three-story building with approximately 23,649 square feet of ancillary church uses,
including offices, meeting rooms and a multi-purpose room.
