Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project is located in the City of Eastvale, west of Archibald Avenue at the terminus of Limonite Avenue. The
proposed project would involve of the development of six industrial use buildings totaling up to 1,080,060 square feet on
the site of an existing dairy. The existing structures would be demolished to accommodate the new development,
including the extension of Limonite Avenue through the project site. The buildings would range in size from 37,125
square feet to 507,631 square feet. Each building would feature office space, dock doors, and be located on individual
parcels. The project would require a Change of Zone from Heavy Agricultural (A-2) to Industrial Park (I-P), a Major
Development Review, Tentative Parcel Map, Lot Line Adjustment, and Variance from parking lot landscaping and
shaking requirements from the City of Eastvale.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project would result in significant an unavoidable impacts to Air Quality through conflicting with an adopted AQMP
and exceeding NOXx thresholds and Greenhouse Gas emissions even with the incorporation of truck idling, energy
efficient trucks, EV charging stations, and electric interior vehicle mitigation. The project would also result in significant
and unavoidable impacts to area intersections and roadways under the horizon year conditions with the payment of fees
and fair-share improvement mitigation.

Impacts to Burrowing Owl, nesting birds, and the adopted MSHCP were determined to be less than significant with
incorporation of pre construction surveys and implementation of burrowing owl and nesting bird avoidance measures.
Impacts to undiscovered cultural resources and paleontological resources were potentially significant but reduced to less
than significant with mitigation which included actions to follow in the event cultural resources or human remains are
discovered and required construction excavation monitoring for fossil remains. Project construction would also create a
potential environmental hazard through the release of hazardous materials. However, mitigation requiring soil testing and
remediation and an asbestos survey and removal plan for the single-family residence would reduce potential impacts to
less than signfiicant. Project traffic impacts under opening year 2021 and interim year 2023 would be less than significant
with implementation of traffic improvements. Finally, impacts to tribal cultural resources would be less than significant
with mitigation requiring tribal monitoring, archaeological monitoring, and provisions for the treatment and disposition of
tribal cultural resources.
