	Project Description: Project involves a new wastewater treatment system to replace aging septic systems that serve 9 existing agricultural employee dwelling units and 3 agricultural support structures with restrooms at El Rancho de Tajiguas, with commercial orchard and grazing operations. No other development would be served by the proposed system. The project includes:
• Replace existing septic tanks in the same locations, if needed, based on condition;
• Install new wastewater lines/use existing wastewater line segments (depending on condition/location);
• Abandon in place 3 gravel leach fields that would no longer be used;
• Construct advanced wastewater treatment system module to provide additional treatment of wastewater before conveyance to new consolidated leach field.      
No other development or changes are propose on-site. The project is part of ongoing creek habitat enhancement efforts on the ranch, including removing barriers to steelhead migration and improving water quality.
	Project's Effects: IMPACT SUMMARY
1. Biological Resources - Potentially significant construction period impacts to environmentally sensitive habitat (riparian habitat), native trees, nesting birds, and California Red-Legged Frog during the construction period. Impacts would be reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of Mitigation Measures Bio-1 through Bio-9 which require habitat/tree/wildlife protection measures and biological monitoring during the construction period and implementation of a restoration plan after project construction is completed. (Class II) 

2. Geologic Processes – Potentially significant short-term impacts from erosion/sedimentation during the construction period. Implementation of Mitigation Measure GEO-1 (Erosion and Sediment Control Plan) would reduce this impact to a less than significant level (Class II). 

3. Water Quality – Potentially significant water quality impacts during the project construction period. Mitigation Measures W-1, W-2 and GEO-1  include water quality protection measures during the construction period and revegetation of disturbed areas post construction to reduce erosion/sedimentation (Class II).
