Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

CenterPoint Properties (applicant) proposes to build three warehouse buildings totaling 555,537 square feet on a
31.48-acre site in unincorporated Contra Costa County in the North Richmond area. The proposed project includes
demolition of all existing foundations associated with former structures, as well as asphalt, concrete, fence poles, and
retaining walls. The proposed project also includes the installation of approximately 129,719 square feet of landscaped
areas (including bioretention areas); construction of approximately 438 auto parking spaces and 266 trailer parking
spaces; construction of off-site improvements such as roadway improvements, bicycle and pedestrian facilities,
sidewalks, curbs, gutters, landscaping, bioretention swales, utility connections, and traffic calming improvements;
removal of seven code protected trees; and annexation into the West County Wastewater District. Annexation is
anticipated to occur immediately upon project approval and CEQA certification.

Aesthetics: To reduce impacts related to day or nighttime views in the project area, mitigation shall include preparation of
a Final Lighting Plan.

Air quality: To reduce cumulative impacts of criteria pollutants and other emissions, mitigation shall include use of Tier 4
construction equipment and construction period Best Management Practices, and prepare an Odor Management Plan.
Biology: To reduce impacts related to habitat modifications, mitigation shall include nesting bird surveys,

Cultural: To reduce impacts related to historical resources, archaeological resources, and the disturbance of human
remains outside of formal cemeteries, mitigation shall include worker training, archaeological monitoring, and stopping
construction upon encountering historical or archaeological materials or when encountering human remains. To reduce
impacts related to Tribal Cultural Resources, mitigation shall include Native American Construction Monitoring and the
avoidance and preservation in place of Tribal Cultural Resources.

Plan prior to grading.

Noise: To reduce impacts related to construction noise, mitigation shall include restricting hours for grading activities.
Transportation: To reduce impacts related to the increase in VMT, roadway safety hazards, and conflicts with pedestrian
and bicycle facilities, mitigation shall include preparation of a project-specific Transportation Demand Management
Program, install a median, bulb outs, and stop signs on project site crossroads, install curb ramps at pedestrian
walkways, install pedestrian crossings at Fred Jackson Way and Brookside Drive, pay the North Richmond Area of
Benefit Fee, and install one off-site traffic calming improvement on Fred Jackson Way, Market Ave. or Chesley Ave.
