	Project Description: Scannell Properties (applicant) proposes to build two warehouse fulfillment buildings totaling approximately 325,000 square feet on a 29.4-acre site in unincorporated Contra Costa County in the North Richmond area. The proposed project includes the removal of existing vegetation, fill of 0.145 acre of existing wetlands/water of the United States, and the creation of new wetland areas on-site. The proposed project would include installation of approximately 425,000 square feet of landscaped areas (including bioretention areas and wetland mitigation sites); construction of approximately 546 auto parking spaces, 16 tractor parking spaces, and 194 trailer parking spaces; construction of off-site improvements, such as roadway improvements, sidewalks, curbs, gutters, landscaping, bioretention swales, utility connections, and traffic calming improvements; removal of five code protected trees; and annexation into the West County Wastewater District.
	Project's Effects: Aesthetics: To reduce impacts related to day or nighttime views in the project area, mitigation shall include preparation of a Final Lighting Plan. 
Air quality: To reduce cumulative impacts of criteria pollutants and other emissions, mitigation shall include use of low-VOC architectural coatings, use of Tier 4 construction equipment, and apply construction period Best Management Practices, and prepare an Odor Management Plan. 
Biology: To reduce impacts related to wetlands and habitat modifications, mitigation shall include nesting bird surveys, 
roosting bat surveys, Salt Marsh Harvest Mouse avoidance and minimization measures, obtaining a Section 404 permit and implementing the Wetland Mitigation Monitoring Plan.
Cultural: To reduce impacts related to historic and archaeological resources and disturbance of human remains, mitigation shall include archaeological spot-monitoring, and stopping construction upon encountering historical or archaeological materials or when encountering human remains. To reduce impacts related to Tribal Cultural Resources, mitigation shall include Native American Construction Monitoring and the avoidance and preservation in place of Tribal Cultural Resources.
Geology: To reduce impacts related to seismic activity, mitigation shall include preparing grading and construction plans that incorporate Preliminary Geotechnical Investigation recommendations and preparing a Final Construction Report.

	Areas of Controversy: (Impacts, cont'd)
GHG: To reduce impacts related to GHG emissions, mitigation shall include energy efficient buildings, installation of EV charging stations, reducing idling from transport trucks, use of renewable electricity, and purchase of carbon credits.
Hazards: To reduce impacts related to hazards and hazardous materials, mitigation shall include proper disposal of solid 
waste, closure of on-site groundwater monitoring wells, and preparation of a Soil Management Plan.
Hydrology: To reduce impacts related to drainage patterns of the site, mitigation shall include preparing a Final Drainage    
Plan prior to grading.
Transportation: To reduce impacts related to the increase in VMT, roadway safety hazards, and conflicts with pedestrian and bicycle facilities, mitigation shall include preparation of a project-specific Transportation Demand Management Program, installing a median, bulb outs, and stop signs on project site frontage, paying the North Richmond Area of Benefit Fee, and installing one off-site traffic calming improvement on Fred Jackson Way, Market Ave. or Chesley Ave.

Areas of Controversy:
Due to the existing air pollution in the North Richmond Community, air quality impacts should be conservatively estimated and analyzed. 
Characterization and impacts related to federal and State waters, including wetlands. 
Mitigation for Cultural and Tribal Cultural Resources should they be uncovered during excavation and request for tribal monitors being present for all ground disturbing activities if tribal cultural resources are identified within project area. 
Impacts to drainage area and proposed mitigation to address those impacts. 
Transportation impacts and poor traffic conditions in the project area.
