Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Learning Resource Center (LRC) is a project identified in the 2016 Facilities Master Plan and would involve
demolition of the existing LRC building and the construction of a new building for the same use as well as landscaping
and improvements to the existing surface parking. Project construction would occur over approximately 12 months and
would involve demolition of the existing 66,000-square foot two-story LRC building and the construction of a new 65,000
square foot two-story building for the same use.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

- Biological Resources - The project could have a significant effect on special-status species, or native or migratory fish
or wildlife species. Mitigation Measure (MM) BIO-1 would limit tree removal to outside the nesting season, or require a
pre-construction survey for active nests prior to tree removal.

- Cultural Resources - The project could result in impacts to archaeological resources. MM CUL-1 through CUL-6 require
Phase | Testing for a known archaeological site (CA-MRN-406), a Phase |l Site Evaluation for this resource, Phase Il
Data Recovery, archaeological and Native American construction monitoring, and halting construction if unanticipated
archaeological resources or human remains are discovered.

- Geology and Soils - The project could result in erosion during construction. MM GEO-1 requires an Erosion Control
Plan, which implements best management practices during construction to minimize erosion. The project could also
affect previously undiscovered paleontological resources during construction. MM GEO-2 requires stopping work and
examining any unanticipated paleontological discoveries for salvage and data recovery.

- Hydrology and Water Quality - The project could result in water quality violations during construction activities. MM
HWQ-1 requires redirection of stormwater drainage away from Corte Madera Creek, collection and disposal of pollutants
from construction equipment, and temporary storage of construction equipment at least 100 feet from the creek.

- Tribal Cultural Resources (TCR) - The project could result in the unanticipated discovery of TCRs. Mitigation Measure
TCR-1 would require stopping construction and having an archaeologist and Native American monitor evaluate the find.
