Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project proposes to develop 122 multi-family units on an approximately 3.9-acre site located in the northwest corner
of the 22.3-acre Jefferson Union High School campus at 699 Serramonte Boulevard. The proposed project is comprised
of a single four-story building that surrounds a central courtyard. The proposed project would provide 183 total parking
spaces. The 144,384 s.f. proposed multi-family development would include 55 one-bedroom units ranging from
approximately 615 to 760 square feet (s.f.), 61 two-bedroom units ranging from approximately 850 to 1,000 s.f., and six
three-bedroom units ranging from approximately 1,060 to 1,250 s.f. in size. Due to the change in elevation on the
property, there would be 25 residential units located on the ground floor. The proposed development would also include
amenities such as bicycle storage, daycare, co-working space, community room, laundry room, fithess room, and
management office on the ground floor. The remaining 97 residential units would be on the second through fourth floors.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: The project would generate fugitive dust during construction activities that would affect nearby residents. To
mitigate this impact, standard BAAQMD dust control measures would be implemented during all phases of construction.
The project would also result in incremental cancer risks greater than the BAAQMD significance thresholds if best
management practices are not implemented. To mitigate this impact, all diesel-powered equipment larger than 25
horsepower shall meet U.S. EPA particulate matter emissions standards.

Biological Resources: The project could impact nesting birds on the site. To mitigate this impact, construction shall be
scheduled outside the nesting season and a qualified biologist shall be consulted if construction must occur during
nesting season. The project could also damage trees intended to remain on site. The applicant and contractors shall
work with a consulting arborist to protect these trees during construction.

Cultural Resources: The project could disturb buried archaeological, paleontological resources, and human remains. In
the event of such an occurrence, construction shall cease and the appropriate city official shall be notified and consulted.
Noise and Vibration: Construction activities could disturb ambient noise conditions. The applicant shall incorporate
standard practices to reduce the level of noise produced during construction.

Transportation: The unsignalized SR 1 SB Ramps & Clarinada Avenue and the SR 1 NB Ramps & Serramonte
Boulevard intersections would be impacted. The applicant shall pay their fair share contribution towards the City's
scheduled improvements to signalize these intersections.
