Applications for a Conditional Use Permit (CUP2017-1) and Environmental Initial Study (AEIS2017-2) for a proposed
6,267 square foot, one-story building consisting of a Starbucks drive-through facility and 7-Eleven convenience store on
a 1.02-acre vacant parcel of land located at 8606 Graves Avenue in the General Commercial (GC) zone. Thirty (30)
standard parking spaces would be provided.

Geology/Soils-The Construction Contractor shall ensure that construction of the project complies with the
recommendations identified in the project specific Geotechnical Investigation prepared by Geotechnical Exploration Inc.
(October 2015).

Hydrology / Water Quality-Prior to and during project grading and construction, the construction contractor shall
incorporate the construction BMPs identified in the Project Specific SWQMP and Drainage Study

Transportation-The project applicant shall incorporate the recommended striping and channelization on Graves Avenue
from north of the project’s northern Graves Avenue boundary to 840 feet south of Prospect Avenue to add two left turn
lanes north of Prospect Avenue and the additional travel lanes south of Prospect Avenue and modify Graves Avenue to
accommodate the Graves Avenue and Prospect Avenue striping. The applicant is to widen Graves Avenue adjacent to
the project site. In addition, the applicant shall install a stop sign at the project driveway entering Graves Avenue and
install a continuous two-way left turn lane on Graves in order to increase the daily capacity of Graves Avenue.
