Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project would construct a 47,639-square-foot, 3-story all-inclusive community wellness center on the 2.8-acre project
site. The Alexander Valley Wellness Center (wellness center) would function as a primary care clinic while also providing
services such as pediatric care, dental health, behavioral health, urgent care, alternative health, teen clinic, and outreach
and education services such as wellness and cooking classes. The project would provide outpatient services consistent
with health facilities licensed under Section 1200 of the California Health and Safety Code and would limit services to
those listed in California Building Standard Code (CBC) Section 1226.6 and would not provide overnight care.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: To address impacts to air quality during construction mitigation requiring standard air pollution control
measures during constitution (MM AIR-1) and the use of construction equipment meeting Tier IV Final off-road engine
emission standards would be necessary (MM AIR-2).

Biological Resources: Implementation of avoidance and minimization measures for migratory birds if construction is
proposed during breeding/nesting season to reduce impacts to special-status wildlife species (MM BIO-1). MM BIO-2
requires the completion of a wetland jurisdictional delineation to avoid impacts to potential jurisdictional features.
Cultural Resources: MM CUL-1 would establish a procedure for handling historical and archaeological resources that
may be discovered during earthmoving activities. In the unlikely event human remains are discovered, compliance with
existing regulations would reduce this potential impact to a less than significant level (MM CUL-2).

Geology and Soils: To address impacts to strong seismic ground shaking, seismic related ground-failure, substantial soil
erosion, unstable soil units, and expansive soils, MM GEO-1 would require grading and building plans incorporate
recommendations contained in the 2019 Geotechnical Investigation, compliance with the latest adopted edition of the
California Building Code, and the supervision of a licensed Geotechnical Engineer or Certified Engineering Geologist for
all on-site soil engineering activities. To address impacts to potentially undiscovered paleontological resources MM
GEO-2 would ensure a professional paleontologist has trained the construction crew on how to recognize fossils. If
significant fossils are discovered, all work would be diverted 15 feet away until properly assessed by a professional

Impacts and Mitigation Continued

Geology and Soils Continued: paleontologist.

Greenhouse Gas Emissions: MM GHG-1 would ensure the project reduces GHG emissions through City-approved GHG
emission reduction measures.

Hazards and Hazardous Materials: To address impacts to hazardous materials release and hazardous materials sites
(compiled pursuant to Government Code Section 65962.5), MM HAZ-1 would require soil testing and, if hazardous
contaminants are found, the implementation of a construction worker health and safety plan .

Noise: The project would result in construction noise that could result in a substantial temporary increase in ambient
noise levels in excess of established standards. Mitigation requiring standard noise control measures during constitution
shall be implemented (MM NOI-1).

Transportation: To ensure pedestrian safety on South Washington Street, a stop sign would be installed at the
southbound South Washington Street approach to Healdsburg Avenue (MM TRANS-1). To ensure adequate sight
distances are provided and to avoid roadway hazards, MM TRANS-2 would require 50 feet of red curb be provided just
north of the Police Station Drive/South Cloverdale Boulevard access point. In addition, the applicant shall submit a
landscape plans that demonstrate the landscaping complies with height limits along project frontages. MM TRANS-3
would require flexible barriers be installed along the west side of the northbound left-turn lane for approximately 250 feet
south of the South Cloverdale Boulevard/Citrus Fair Drive intersection in order to prevent substantial roadway hazards.
