Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Lake Street Storage Project (Project) would be a new subdivision to create four separate lots with common access.
Lot 1 would be 1.11-acres, Lot 2 would be 11.65-acres, Lot 3 would be 1.14-acres, and Lot 4 would be 0.54-acres. Lots
1, 2, and 3 would include development. Lot 1 would be a 3,528 square foot (SF) convenience store one (1) covered fuel
canopy with six (6) fuel pumps which could serve 12 vehicles, and two (2) underground storage tanks on 0.94 net acres.
Lot 2 would be an 80,000 SF, single-story indoor recreational vehicle (RV) and boat storage facility, with 24,000 SF of
mezzanine and 192 surface RV parking spaces partially covered with three (3) canopies with solar panels on 10.63 net
acres. Lot 3 would be a 14-stall parking lot with vehicle access. No development is proposed on Lot 4. The Proposed
Project would have the following floor area ratios (FAR) for each lot: Lot 1 - 0.08, Lot 2 — 0.19, Lot 3 — N/A, Lot 4 — N/A.
The maximum height of the buildings proposed would be 44-feet for the RV and boat storage facility. Hardscape,
landscape, on-site stormwater management improvements, monument sign, a trash enclosure, area lighting, and bicycle
parking would be constructed as part of the Proposed Project.

Bio Res: MM BIO-1 requires a pre-construction presence/absence nesting bird survey prior to grading permit issuance
with performance measures outlined based on results of the survey. MM BIO-2 includes measures from the MSHCP
“Guidelines Pertaining to Urban/Wildlands Interface” (Section 6.1.4) to ensure that the Proposed Project would be
consistent with the MSHCP and ensure protection of adjacent riparian/riverine habitats to not be indirectly impacted by
long-term changes in water quality, increased noise, or increased night lighting. MM BIO-3 includes measures from the
MSHCP “Construction Guidelines” (Section 7.5.3) to minimize indirect impacts to adjacent riparian or riverine resources
by requiring Best Management Practices to protect water quality. MM BIO-4 requires a Least Bell's Vireo Nesting Survey
prior to issuance of grading permits with performance measures outlined based on results of the survey. Cult Res: MM
CUL-1 requires that in the event that cultural resources (including historical, archaeological, and tribal cultural resources)
are inadvertently discovered during ground-disturbing activities, work would be halted within 100 feet of the discovery
until it can be evaluated by a qualified archaeologist, the Native American tribal representative(s) from consulting tribes
(or other appropriate ethnic/cultural group representative), and the Community Development Director or their designee.
MM CUL-2 outlines how discovery of human remains are to be handled according to California Health and Safety Code
Section 7050.5 and Public Resource Code Section 5097.94 and .98. Geo/Soils: MM GEO-1 requires approval of an
onsite wastewater treatment system through Riverside County prior to grading. Transportation: MM TRANS-1 requires
the property owner contribute to the fair share of costs of improvements required for the project.
