Department of Transportation, proposes to replace the existing one lane suspension bridge (Bridge No. 19C-0002) that
crosses over the North Fork of the American River. The Yankee Jims Project is located in an unincorporated area of
Placer County, California over the North Fork of the American River, within the Auburn State Recreation Area. The
Project is needed to improve access related to evacuation routes and emergency vehicles by construction a new,
structurally sound bridge with two-lanes and increased weight capacity. The existing bridge was constructed in 1930 and
is currently considered structurally deficient and functionally obsolete by Cal trans Structures Maintenance and
Investigations with a sufficiency rating of 0.0. The main Project features include a new arch suspension bridge 10-15 feet
downstream of the existing bridge, minor intermittent roadway improvements on Yankee Jims Road west of the existing
bridge, an unpaved parking lot and stairway access down to the river, and retaining walls along the approach roadway.
