The proposed Eastlake Sanitary Landfill Expansion project would laterally expand the existing landfill to the north and east on
properties currently owned by Lake County and South Lake Refuse, and to the south and east onto properties owned by the County.
The lateral expansion areas would occupy an approximate 21.8-acre footprint and the entire expansion project would occupy
approximately 36.2 acres. The proposed expansion has been designed to extend the lifespan of the landfill by 22 years or more
based on current and projected disposal rates. The existing leachate pond, landfill gas (LFG) flare, scales and scale house and
maintenance buildings would remain at their current onsite location. Construction of an all-weather access road and stormwater.
detention basin would also be required
