	Project Description: The California Highway Patrol (CHP) Baldwin Park Area Office Replacement Project (Proposed Project) is being constructed as part of a statewide effort to replace aging or inadequate CHP field offices and other facilities. The purpose of the Proposed Project is to relocate the Baldwin Park Area Office and replace it with new facilities that would provide adequate workspace, equipment storage, and vehicle parking for an increasing number of employees assigned to this office. The Proposed Project would consist of construction and operation of buildings and other structures, auto service bays, a 148-foot communications tower, secured and visitor parking areas, equipment enclosures and storage areas, a fuel island with gas tanks, an emergency generator, utility and road improvements, and other ancillary improvements.
	Project's Effects: The initial study/mitigated negative declaration (IS/MND) identified a number of potentially significant effects, all of which could be mitigated to a level that is less than significant, including impacts to the following resources: biological resources, cultural resources, geology, soils and seismicity, transportation, tribal cultural resources, and wildfire. Proposed mitigation measures are fully described in the Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program, which is included as Appendix H to the IS/MND, but include: pre-construction surveys and avoidance and compensation measures for nesting birds and bats, protocols for halting construction in the event of a cultural resources or human remains discovery, incorporation of recommendations from a design-specific geotechnical investigation, hazardous materials abatement measures, preparation and implementation of a construction traffic management plan, and optimization of traffic signal timing plans.
