	Project Description: Edison School District (the District, as lead agency) has proposed an extension of the existing Orangewood Elementary School campus currently located at 9600 Eucalyptus Drive in Bakersfield, California (Project). The Project includes the construction of approximately 20,260 – 23,260 square feet of new buildings that will occupy an 18.55-acre Project site
located immediately west and northwest of the existing campus (APNs 388-140-12 and -03).

The existing Orangewood Elementary School does not have classroom space to meet current California Department of Education classroom requirements. Therefore, the proposed extension of the school would construct new classrooms that meet these requirements. The proposed Project would move the existing 450 kindergarten through second grade from the current classrooms to the proposed new space. No expansion or increase in student enrollment, faculty or staff is proposed.
	Project's Effects: As Lead Agency, the Edison School District finds that the Project will not have a significant effect on the environment. The Environmental Checklist or Initial Study identified one or more potentially significant effects on the environment, but mitigation measures have been recommended that reduce all potentially significant impacts less-than-significant levels.

The issue areas that contain mitigation measures to reduce impacts below thresholds of significance include aesthetics, biological resources, cultural resources, geology, hazardous materials, hydrology, and noise.  Implementation of proposed mitigation measures will reduce impacts to a less than significant level.
