The Country Club Heights Erosion Control Project - Phase Il (Project) proposes to construct improvements to improve
water quality, restore an impacted Stream Environment Zone (SEZ), and achieve recreation and natural resource
objectives within the Project area. The Phase Il project lies entirely within the limits of the original Phase I/l project
boundary. The Phase Il project area is <7 acres in size within the Country Club Heights Unit 1 subdivision with work in
County ROW and on California Tahoe Conservancy (CTC) owned parcels 033-191-004 and 033-191-005, and County
owned parcel 033-191-006. The Project is bound by Elks Club Drive / Waverly Drive to the south, Hwy50 / SR89 to the
west, Boca Raton Drive to the east, and the Upper Truckee River to the west-northwest. The proposed Project would
have: no impact on land use, mineral resources, population and housing, & public services; a less-than-significant effect
on asthetics, air quality, energy, geology & soils, green house gas emissions, noise, recreation, & utilities and service
systems; and a less-than significant effect with proposed mitigation measures on biological resources, cultural resources,
hazardous & hazardous materials, hydrology & water quality, transportation, tribal cultural resources, and wildfire.

The potential environmental effects of the following were determined to be less than significant with mitigation measures:

Measure B-2); and construction activities that may affect habitat vulnerability will be mitigated through implementation of
Noxious Weed Mitigation Plan (potential impact has been mitigated through Mitigation Measure B-3).

	Project Description: The Country Club Heights Erosion Control Project - Phase III (Project) proposes to construct improvements to improve water quality, restore an impacted Stream Environment Zone (SEZ), and achieve recreation and natural resource objectives within the Project area. The Phase III project lies entirely within the limits of the original Phase I/II project boundary. The Phase III project area is <7 acres in size within the Country Club Heights Unit 1 subdivision with work in County ROW and on California Tahoe Conservancy (CTC) owned parcels 033-191-004 and 033-191-005, and County owned parcel 033-191-006. The Project is bound by Elks Club Drive / Waverly Drive to the south, Hwy50 / SR89 to the west, Boca Raton Drive to the east, and the Upper Truckee River to the west-northwest. The proposed Project would have: no impact on land use, mineral resources, population and housing, & public services; a less-than-significant effect on asthetics, air quality, energy, geology & soils, green house gas emissions, noise, recreation, & utilities and service systems; and a less-than significant effect with proposed mitigation measures on biological resources, cultural resources, hazardous & hazardous materials, hydrology & water quality, transportation, tribal cultural resources, and wildfire.

The County will minimize potential impact to the Sierra Nevada yellow-legged frog through avoidance measures as prescribed by the Tahoe Regional Planning Agency (TRPA), California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW), or other required project permit mitigation measures (potential impact has been mitigated through Mitigation Measure B-1); construction activities that affect bird nesting season will be mitigated through a pre-construction survey or establishing a limited operating period (potential impact has been mitigated through Mitigation Measure B-2); and construction activities that may affect habitat vulnerability will be mitigated through implementation of Noxious Weed Mitigation Plan (potential impact has been mitigated through Mitigation Measure B-3).
