	Project Description: The project involves annexation and pre-zoning of two parcels by the City of Stockton for the purposes of light industrial development. The Sanchez property of 149.01 acres is located at the northwest corner of Arch Road and Austin Road, and the 20.76-acre Hoggan property is located at the northern end of Frontier Way and south of North Littlejohns Creek. Both properties are adjacent to the southeastern Stockton city limits in the unincorporated area of San Joaquin County.
Proposed development of the project site consists of light industrial development, mainly “high-cube” warehouses, with a total building area of 3.1 million square feet. The Sanchez property would accommodate 2.8 million square feet of development in four buildings, while the Hoggan property would accommodate 0.3 million square feet in one building. The EIR also considers the option consists of developing two buildings on the Sanchez property totaling approximately 1.8 million square feet of building area that would accommodate a modified warehousing and distribution use known as the Market Driven Project.  development called Project 920 and potential fulfillment center land use. The project would be served with street access and utility service from existing facilities in the immediate project vicinity.
	Project's Effects: Biological resources, potentially significant impacts mitigated to a less than significant level through participation in the San Joaquin County Multi-Species Habitat Conservation Plan, and compliance with City oak tree regulations.
Cultural resources. Potential construction impacts on subsurface resources  would be mitigated to a less than significant level through stop work and resource evaluation requirements in the event of inadvertent discoveries.
Geologic hazards  exposure would be mitigated to a less than significant level through conformance with geotechnical report requirements.
Paleontological resources impacts on would be mitigated to a less than significant level through stop work and evaluation requirements in the event of inadvertent discoveries during construction.
Greenhouse gas effects would be mitigated through conformance with Best Management Practices specified in the Stockton Climate Action Plan but would remain potentially significant and unavoidable.  
Construction noise impacts would be mitigated to a less than significant level through construction hours limits.
Long fire response time would be mitigated by requiring Early Suppression Fast Response fire sprinkler systems.  
Potentially significant traffic effects at one intersection would be mitigated to a less than significant level through payment of proportionate share costs, or construction of required improvements as needed.

	Areas of Controversy: The project will involve significant environmental effects as summarized above.  The project is, however, consistent with the adopted Stockton General Plan, and most or all of these impacts would be reduced to a less than significant level.  No other areas of controversy have been identified.
