Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project proposes to redevelop an approximately 13-acre site with a Topgolf entertainment complex that includes a three-level,
approximately 71,074 square-foot main building reaching up to 46 feet in height, outdoor patio, and an approximately five-acre outdoor
driving range oultfield. The driving range would be bordered by net poles up to 205 feet in height. All existing improvements on the site
would be removed to accommodate the proposed development. In addition to the internal building areas, an approximately 20,000
square-foot external mini-golf area is being proposed adjacent to the outdoor patio area. Vehicular access to the project site would be
provided by Anza Boulevard as well as a proposed driveway connection to Airport Boulevard.
