The project proposal is composed of eight (8) A - Type 3 "Outdoor" commercial cannabis cultivation areas that allow up to 43,560 square feet of canopy per license. The initial canopy area proposed is 40,000 square feet of canopy, and the applicant proposes to expand approximately 304,920 square feet of canopy area within the next year or two from approval.
