Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Perris North Groundwater Monitoring Project consists of development and operation of groundwater monitoring wells
in the Perris North Sub-basin. The proposed Project includes construction and operation of up to 16 monitoring well
clusters, of up to 4 wells each. Monitoring wells would be located within roadway rights-of-way, or parcels evaluated in
the 2022 Revised MND, though exact locations remain to be determined. As such, this Subsequent IS/MND is evaluating
a series of street lengths in the vicinity of the preferred roadway right-of-way locations to allow for flexibility. Seventeen
parcels are being considered in the City of Moreno Valley and four parcels are being considered in the City of Perris,
which were evaluated in the 2022 Revised MND. All roadway right-of-way locations would be within the City of Moreno
Valley, and are evaluated in this Subsequent MND. Wells would be drilled to a maximum depth of 60 feet to 515 feet
below ground surface. Once operational, well data would be collected monthly, and site visits made quarterly to conduct
maintenance and collect samples. Data will be used to help EMWD'’s understanding of the basin groundwater quality and
help in making informed decisions on manage

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

During construction the proposed Project could create nighttime lighting nuisances, could encounter unanticipated
cultural resources, and would generate construction noise from the use of heavy equipment that could disturb sensitive
bird species and sensitive receptors. The use of equipment within roadways could also disrupt emergency access or
evacuation routes and the transportation of materials and equipment could temporarily impact traffic patterns during
construction. Construction would involve the use of hazardous materials, and some of the proposed Project’s parcels are
located on or near hazardous sites. Mitigation Measure AES-1, would require nighttime security lighting be shielded and
directed downward to avoid light spillage. Mitigation Measure BIO-3 would be implemented to avoid impacts to sensitive
bird species. Mitigation Measures CUL-1 and CUL-2 would be implemented in the event of unanticipated discovery of
cultural resources or human remains, including tribal cultural resources. Mitigation Measure GEO-1 would halt work in
the event of unanticipated fossil discovery until the resource could be properly evaluated. Mitigation Measure HAZ-1
would require the development of a Hazardous Materials Management and Spill Prevention and Control Plan, HAZ-2b
would require the preparation of a project specific health and safety plan, and HAZ-2c would require the development of
a hazardous materials disposal plan, and HAZ-2d would require an environmental site assessment of MW-4 and MW-15
prior to the final determination of well location. Mitigation Measure NOI-3 would implement noise reduction measures
such as limiting drilling hours, and minimizing unnecessary noise generation. Mitigation Measure NOI-4 would require the
use of noise barriers during drilling. Mitigation Measure TRA-1 would require a Traffic Control Plan be developed and
implemented.
