Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The purpose of this project is to replace two existing bridges (Bridges #28C-0143 and #28C-0145) on Marsh Creek Road
that carry traffic over Marsh Creek. The improvements are necessary to meet current design standards. The proposed
replacements for Bridge #28C-0143 would be a single span bridge that is wider and longer than the existing bridge and
the west and east roadway approaches to the bridge would be reconstructed. The proposed replacement for Bridge
#28C-0145 would also be a single span bridge that is wider and longer than the existing bridge and the west and east
roadway approaches to the bridge would be reconstructed. Work would occur in Marsh Creek. If creek flows are present,
dewatering would be required according to regulatory permit conditions. Right-of-way acquisition near the existing road
right-of-way would likely be required at both bridge locations. Temporary construction easements would also be required.
Tree removal (approximately 30 total) and vegetation removal would be necessary throughout the project area. No full
detours are expected. Construction is expected to begin in May of 2022 and take approximately 18 months to complete.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

*Biological: Disturbance to special-status species and their habitats.

Impacts would be less than significant with the implementation of mitigation measures, including those specified in the
East Contra Costa Habitat Conservation Plan, to protect biological resources, Marsh Creek and other hydrologic features
in the vicinity, Caliornia Tiger Salamander, California Red-legged Frog, Western Burrowing Owl, Golden Eagle,
Swainson's Hawk, Townsend's Big-Eared Bat, American Badger, San Joaquin Kit Fox, and Nesting Birds.

*Cultural Resources: Disturbance to unidentified historical resources, disturbance to previously undiscovered remains.
Impacts would be less than significant with the implementation of mitigation measures to implement Best Practices if a
historic, archaeological, or paleontological materials are unearthed during construction and the presence of a qualified
archaeologist. Procedures to stop work and notify will be followed if human remains are encountered.

*Hazards: Mobilization of contaminants.

Impacts would be less than significant with the implementation of mitigation measures to comply with the Bay Area Air
Quality Management District for bridge demolition and to survey for the presence of lead-based paint or asbestos.
Wildfire risk will be mitigated through wildfire safety procedures.

Noise: Temporary increase in ambient noise.

Impacts would be less than significant with the implementation of mitigation measures to reduce noise during
construction.
