Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The CA Department of Transportation (Caltrans) proposes to upgrade current highway facilities to meet current
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards along US 395 in Inyo County near the City of Bishop. The proposed
upgrades include constructing sidewalks, bicycle lanes and/or multiuse paths, reconstructing curbs, ramps and gutters
and re-striping lane markings.

The original IS/EA was circulated for public comment in April and May 2020. After receiving public comments, the
Caltrans project development team developed two additional build alternatives (Alternatives 3 and 4) to address public
concerns. The IS/EA is being recirculated in October/November 2020 to solicit public comments on the two additional
project alternatives. Both the original and the new alternatives are under consideration for the project (four build
alternatives and one no-build alternative total).

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Alternative 3 - Would construct a 10' multiuse sidewalk path (for use by both pedestrians and cyclists) on the northbound
and southbound sides of the highway and allow on-street parking on both sides of US 395. All impacts are considered
less than significant.

Alternative 4 - Would construct a 10' pedestrian sidewalk and a dedicated bicycle lane with painted buffer between the
sidewalk and vehicle lanes on the northbound side of US 395. No on-street parallel parking would be allowed on the
northbound side of the highway. On the southbound side of US 395 Alternative 4 would build the same facility as
Alternatives 3; a 10" multiuse sidewalk path (for use by both pedestrians and cyclists) and would allow on-street parallel
parking. A design feature is being considered on the northbound side to provide a short bulb-out of the sidewalk to allow
for limited on-street parallel parking (approximately 8-9 spaces) in front of a business where private parking spaces
would be removed. All project impacts are considered less than significant.

During the initial public comment period for the original two build alternatives (Alternatives 1 and 2), multiple public
comments were received expressing concern with the off-street parking lot development proposed for Alternative 2.
Other comments expressed concern over the placement of bicycle lanes next to vehicular lanes on US 395 for both

Alternatives 1 and 2. Alternatives 3 and 4, discussed in the recirculated IS/EA, were developed to address some of these
comments and concerns.
