L ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW PROCESS

The California Department of Water Resources (“Department”), as a Responsible Agency under the
California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”), makes the following findings with regard to the application
submitted to the Department by the City of Calexico (The City) for state funding for the costs of constructing
the New River Improvement Project — Calexico Reach (Project). The City, as the Lead Agency under CEQA,
in April 2020 prepared and adopted an Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (“IS/MND”) for the Project
and a Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Plan (“MMRP”). On June 23, 2020, The City filed a Notice of
Determination (“NOD”).

In April 2020, The City prepared an IS/MND to address minor impacts and mitigation measures as a
result of the Project. On June 23, 2020, the City filed an NOD in compliance with Section 21152 of the Public
Resources Code to fulfill its CEQA responsibilities.

The Project consists of three primary components: (1) construction of a trash screen at the International
Boundary with Mexico; (2) divert and encase the river from a point downstream of the International Boundary
to a point downstream of the easter boundary of Calexico in order to bypass the populated southern area of the
City; and, (3) a pump-back system to take treated wastewater from the existing City of Calexico Wastewater
Treatment Plant and discharge it into the New River channel at a point near the river diversion and encasement
structure.

The Project is described at length in the IS/MND completed by The City. Construction of the Project has
commenced.

The Department, as a Responsible Agency under CEQA, has reviewed and considered the
documentation prepared by The City, the Lead Agency. The Department has carefully considered the
environmental effects of the Project and has reached its own independent conclusion on whether and how to
approve the provision of state funding for a portion of the costs of constructing the Project.

The Department’s role in the Project would be to provide funding to The City pursuant to a Funding
Agreement for the Project construction costs. The Department has no police power authority over the Project,
and it has no authority over the Project as a permitting or regulatory agency.

Based on its independent review of the Project, the Department makes the following findings.

II. NO SIGNIFICANT IMPACTS

The City determined that there is no substantial evidence that the Project, as mitigated by the mitigation
measures included in the IS/MND, would have a significant impact on the environment. The City adopted an
MMREP to ensure that the mitigation measures are implemented.

Based on the Department’s independent judgment and analysis, the Department concurs in the
determination by The City that there is no substantial evidence that the Project, as mitigated by the mitigation
measures adopted and incorporated into the Project by The City, would have a significant effect on the
Environment.
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I1I. NO STATEMENT OF OVERRIDING CONSIDERATIONS OR FINDINGS REGARDING
ALTERNATIVES ARE REQUIRED

Because the Project, as mitigated, would not have a significant effect on the environment, CEQA does

not require the Department to consider alternatives to the Project or adopt a statement of overriding
considerations.

VI.  NO SUPPLEMENTAL OR SUBSEQUENT ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW IS REQUIRED

The Department finds that no supplemental or subsequent environmental review is required. In
particular, the Department finds that there are no substantial changes in the Project, no substantial changes in
the circumstances surrounding the Project, and no new information of substantial importance, which gives rise

to a new significant environmental impact or otherwise triggers the need for additional CEQA review under
Section 15162 of the CEQA Guidelines.

The City in April 2020 prepared an IS/MND to address minor impacts and mitigation measures as a
result of the project. Based on the Department’s independent review, the Department concurs in the
determination by The City.
