The proposed project would include the installation of a
bubble plume aeration system and a recirculation pipe system to ensure oxygenation and destratification of the
reservoirs. Destratification allows for the mixing of the reservoir water to allow for oxygen levels to be maintained
throughout the reservoir. The proposed project would be implemented in two phases, Phase 1 includes installation of
the reservoir aeration system and Phase 2 includes installation of the recirculation system.
