	Project Description: The purpose of the Fine Sediment Management Project is to enhance salmon and steelhead habitat downstream of Lewiston Dam on the mainstem Trinity River. The proposed project is designed to enhance aquatic habitat quality. Fine sediment will be excavated from the Hamilton ponds along Grass Valley Creek a tributary to the Trinity River as needed by permitted activities to enhance salmonid habitat. 	Project's Effects: The Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP) for the Trinity River Restoration Program Channel Rehabilitation and Sediment Management for Remaining Phase 1 and Phase 2 Sites (project) identifies the mitigation responsibilities of the Bureau of Reclamation (Reclamation), and Regional Water Quality Control Board – North Coast Region (Regional Water Board) in implementing the project.  The mitigation measures listed herein are required by law or regulation and will be adopted by the Regional Water Board as part of the overall project approval.
