Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project involves the installation of a new 2,000-foot-long, 24-inch-diameter natural gas transmission
pipeline to replace an existing 22-inch natural gas pipeline. The existing natural gas pipeline, which is referred to as Line
114 (L-114) was installed in 1942 and replacement is required under Pacific Gas and Electric Company (PG&E) Integrity
Management’s Vintage Pipe Replacement Program. The existing pipeline that was constructed in 1942 would be retired
in place. The project site is located within the boundaries of the East Contra Costa County (ECCC) Habitat Conservation
Plan (HCP)/Natural Community Conservation Plan (NCCP) Plan Area. The activities proposed as part of this project
qualify as “covered activities” under the HCP.

Potential to affect scenic quality due to the pipeline laydown on a recreational facility, Mitigation Measure(MM) AES-1:
Restore Recreational Facilities to Pre-Construction Conditions.

Fugitive particulate matter (PM). MM AQ-1: Implement BAAQMD's Basic Construction MM for Construction Activities.
Potential impacts on special-status species. MM BIO-1, BIO-2, BIO-3, BIO-4: San Joaquin Kit Fox, Western Burrowing
Owl, Swainson’s hawk, Golden Eagle Preconstruction Survey and Avoidance, Minimization and Construction Monitoring.
MM BIO-5: Wildlife Protection Best Management Practices.

Impacts associated with a potential frac-out from HDD drilling for pipeline. MM BIO-6: implementation of an HDD
Execution Plan. Requires that contractor consult with CDFW, SWRCB, RWQCB, and USACE drilling prior to project.
Project related ground disturbance of arch resource. MM CUL-1: Develop and Implement an Arch Monitoring Plan. MM
CUL-2: Preconstruction Archaeological Resources Sensitivity Training. MM CUL-3: Stop Work if Remains Encountered.
Construction would generate GHG emissions. MM AQ-1 and GHG-1: Implement BAAQMD’s BMPs to reduce emissions.
Previously Undiscovered Paleontological Resources. GEO-1: A paleontologist present on site.

Construction involves use of hazardous materials. BIO-5 would require implementation of BMPs to minimize impacts.
Erosion and sediment. MM HYD-1: Implement erosion and sediment control BMPs.

Construction noise. MM NOI-1: Employ Best Noise Control Practices during Construction.

Physical deterioration of recreational facilities. Mitigation Measure REC-1: Notification of Temp Closure of Rec Facility

During HDD, there is a potential for a frac-out, which is an unintentional return of drilling fluids to the surface during HDD,
impacting Marsh creek or the Marsh Creek Dam. Mitigation Measure BIO-6 would require implementation of an HDD
Execution Plan which would address potential impacts should a frac-out occur.
